Crash Course in Jewish History
By Rabbi Ken Spiro
TALMUD
In a time of chaos, the rabbis decide that they
must do the unprecedented -- write down the
Oral Law.
At  various  times  during  the  Hadrian
persecutions, the sages were forced into hiding,
though they managed to reconvene at Usha in
122 CE, and then in a time of quiet managed to
re-establish again at Yavneh in 158 CE.
With so much persecution and unrest, with the
Jewish  people  fleeing  the  land  of  Israel,  the
rabbis knew that they would not be able to keep
a central seat of rabbinic power alive for long.
Yet, during these great periods of chaos, some
of the finest rabbinic minds made their mark.
Among them:
* Rabbi Akiva (whom we discussed previously)
*   Rabbi  Akiva's  chief  disciple,  Rabbi  Meir,
also the husband of the legendary Bruriah
*  Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai, the author of the
Zohar, the central text of the Kabbalah
*   Rabbi  Shimon  Bar  Yochai's  son,  Rabbi
Eliezer
* Rabbi Shimon Ben Gamliel II, the descendant
of the House of Hillel and a direct descendant
of King David

YEHUDAH HA NASI
Now, another man was to emerge and make his
mark -- the son of Rabbi Shimon Ben Gamliel
II -- Rabbi Yehudah HaNasi (in English "Judah,
the Prince").
In a time of chaos, the rabbis decide that they
must do the unprecedented -- write down the
Oral Law.
He  is  one  personality  who  is  absolutely
fundamental  to  understanding  this  period  of
time,  and one of  the greatest  personalities  of
Jewish history.
So great was he that he is now affectionately
referred to in Jewish scholarship as only Rebbe.
He had a unique combination of  attributes --
being both a great Torah scholar and a strong
leader -- that gave him the power to lead the
Jewish people at this chaotic time. He was also
a man of  tremendous personal  wealth,  which
put him in a position to wheel and deal and do
what needed to get done, not just with the Jews
in  the  Land  of  Israel  but  with  the  Roman
authorities as well.
Hadrian dies  in 139 C.E  and  with  his  death
came an improvement in the treatment of the
Jewish community in Israel. During a period of
relative quiet, Rabbi Yehudah HaNasi managed
to befriend the Roman emperors who succeeded

Hadrian, particularly Marcus Aurelius (161-180
C.E.). Writes historian Rabbi Berel Wein in his
Echoes of Glory (p. 224):
"Providentially,  in  the course of  the Parthian
war,  Marcus  Aurelius  met  Rabbi  [Yehudah
HaNasi],  and  they  became  friends  and
eventually  confidants  .  Marcus  Aurelius
consulted with his friend in Judah on matters of
state policy as well  as  on personal questions.
(See:  Talmud-Avodah  Zara  10a-b;  Breishit
Rabbah 67:6; 75:5)
"The years of Marcus Aurelius' reign, ending in
his death in 180, was the high-water mark in the
intercourse between Rome and the Jews. The
Jews, under the leadership of Rabbi [Yehudah
HaNasi],  would  use  this  period  of  blissful
respite to prepare themselves for the struggle of
darker days surely lurking around the corner."
At this time -- circa 170-200 CE -- the Mishna
was born.

SEFER  CHOFETZ  CHAIM  ;  Laws  of
Loshon Hora 9:3-4
In  this  segment,  the  Chofetz  Chaim cites  an
example  of  praise  which  should  be  avoided.
That is when someone publicizes the fact that a
person has done an outstanding act of kindness
on  his  behalf,  or  has  presented  him  with  a
generous  donation  or  loan.  For  example,  a
person  announces,  "Mr.  Rosen  welcomed me
into his home and treated me like a king!" or,
"Mr. Rosen lent me $10,000 just when I needed
it  desperately!"  The  result  may  be  a  great
disservice  to  Mr.  Rosen  because  he  may
become swamped  with requests,  from  honest
people  and  from  other  types,  who  want  to
benefit from his generosity.
The Chofetz Chaim also informs us that it  is
forbidden to live among people who habitually
speak loshon hora. He adds that it is certainly
forbidden to sit among such people, even if one
does not intend to listen to their conversations.
He goes so far as to advise Torah teachers that
if  one of their students is a baal loshon hora,
someone  who  habitually  speaks  loshon  hora,
and the teacher feels that he cannot influence
this student to change, then he is required to
cease  teaching  that  student.  (The  Chofetz
Chaim  bases  this  law  on  an  incident  in  the
Talmud (Sanhedrin 31b) where the student was
an adult.)
If by chance one finds himself in the company
of baalei loshon hora, he is required to rebuke
them for speaking loshon hora and ask them to
stop.  However,  one  should  first  give  some
thought  to  whom he is  rebuking;  if  they are
likely  to  respond  by  increasing  their  loshon
hora, then rebuke should not be given.
If it appears that rebuke might fail to stop the
loshon hora but it will not cause it to increase,
then one is required to rebuke.

Bedikas  Chometz  (Searching  for
Chometz):
This will take place on Thursday night, April
17, which is the 13th of Nissan. Conduct the
bedika as you always do, saying the bracha
and then proceeding to search by the light of
a candle. After the search you say the first
Bitul and set aside the ten pieces of bread to
be burned the next morning. (Make sure the
10 pieces of  bread which you hide for  the
bedika are small, less than a kezayis each).
Biur Chometz (Burning Chometz):
This  is  done on Friday morning, April  18.
Even though we may eat chometz all day on
Friday as it  is  not  Erev  Pesach,  it  is  still
customary to burn the chometz by the same
time as we do on other years in order to keep
things  uniform.  Your  chometz  should  be
burned by 11:35 AM. The second bitul is not
said  now  but  rather  is  said  on  Shabbos
morning  (as  we  will  discuss  shortly).  You
may  still  eat  chometz  on  Friday  after  you
burn your chometz.
Mechiras Chometz (Selling the Chometz):
The rabbonim will be conducting the sale of
chometz to a gentile on Friday, April 18.
Shabbos Davening and Meals:
The general custom is to eat Pesachdik food
on Shabbos. Being that we must eat bread,
we  do  have  challah  at  the  meals.  After
Kiddush,  make  Hamotzi  over  your  lechem
mishna challahs and eat them over a napkin
set apart from your  pesachdik things. Then
flush  the  crumbs  down  the  toilet.  This  is
done both on Friday night and on Shabbos
morning.  On Shabbos  morning  one  cannot
eat bread after 10:19 AM and we are also not
allowed to eat Matzoh as it is Erev Pesach.
Therefore, we will be davening early (very)
on  Shabbos  morning,  6:30  AM.  We  will
finish by 8:30 be"H. Then go home and make
kiddush and eat your challah in the same way
just described above. Eat a piece of chicken
or  a  little  cholent  (Pesachdik)  and  then
bentch. That's your first Shabbos day meal.
Take a  little  break,  a  little  walk,  and then
wash again for Shalosh Seudos. Eat challah
in the same way described above. Make sure
not to eat challah or any chometz after 10:19
AM.  Flush the crumbs and then  recite  the
second  bitul  chometz  (the  one  normally
recited after burning chometz). Being that we
are no  longer  eating  chometz,  the  shalosh
seudos may extend past  10:19 AM. In the
afternoon eat some fruit  or fish or meat in
order  to  fulfill  the  opinion  that  shalosh
seudos must  be eaten  in the afternoon (no
bread  or  other  chometz  and  no  matzoh
allowed).
One  may  not  prepare  for  the  seder  on
Shabbos  as we  are not  permitted  to make
Yom Tov preparations on Shabbos.
As  we  are  about  to  experience  Zman
Cheiruseinu, the holiday of our freedom, let's
keep  in  mind  our  fellow  Jews  in  Eretz
Yisroel, davening for peace and protection in
Sderot and all cities that are under attack. We

Rebuking  is  not  easy.  Often,  it  seems  like  an
embarrassing, self-righteous thing to do. But the
Chofetz  Chaim  says  that  we  must  do  it  when
required,  because  otherwise  we  become
accomplices  in  the  crime.  The  Chofetz  Chaim
offers us an option in cases where rebuke seems
doomed to failure; we should change the topic.
In many cases that is much easier than one would
think. And it accomplishes the goal of moving the
person or group away from loshon hora.
Another option is to strongly defend the person
being  maligned.  If  one  takes  control  of  the
conversation  and  points  out  that  the  speaker
cannot  possibly  know the whole  story,  that  his
comments are based on hearsay, then even without
direct rebuke, one will make his point and raise a
reasonable doubt in the listeners' minds.

Yahrtzeit of Rabbi Meir Schiff (1608-
1644),  commonly  known  as  the
Maharam Schiff.

At age 36 he
was  appointed  to  the  prestigious
position  of  rabbi  of  Prague,  but  he
died shortly after arriving in Prague.
His genius is preserved in a book of
talmudic  commentary  that  is  studied
widely today.
