He saw that the centr
authority was weaker than ever and mig
cease altogether To make sure that
chain of transmission would never K
broken, he decided that the time h
come to write down the Oral Torah.
This was a mammoth undertakin
Although much of the work may hav
already been done by previol
generations of rabbis, the monumen
task of editing, explaining and organizin
this vast amount of material was left |
Rabbi Yehudah. The end result of th
massive undertaking was a definitive, y|
cryptic (the basic principles were all the!
yet a teacher was still required t
elucidate the material) version of th
entire Oral
(Incidentally, the word Mishna mean
"repetition" because it was studied &
repeating; mishna then, by extensig
means "learning.") Maimonides, in h
introduction to his Mishneh Torah
explains it as follows:

He gathered together all the traditiong
enactments, and interpretations an
expositions of every position of th
Torah, that either come down fron
Moses, out teacher, or had been dedug
by the courts in successive generatiof
All this material he redacted in thg¢
Mishna, which was diligently taught i
public, and thus became universal
known among the Jewish people. Cop
of it were made and widely disseminate
so that the Oral Law might not bg
forgotten in Israel

SIX CATEGORIES OF JEWISH LAW
The Mishna, which is written in Hebrew
is divided into six basic segments
"orders" and further subdivided into 6
tractates with a total of 525 chapter
These 6 segments dealing with six ba
areas of Jewish law:

* Zeraim, literally "seeds," covering al
agricultural rules and laws for foods &
well as all blessings

* Moed, literally, "holiday," dealing with
the rituals of Shabbat and other Jewi
holidays

* Nashim, literally "women," examining
all the issues between men and wom
such as marriage, divorce, etc.

| Even where you are allowed to say,

letter of the law. However, it is considere

shpraiseworthy to go beyond the letter of ti
law and actually accept the blame to prots
the guilty party.

eMbviously, the Chofetz Chaim i
recommending this only for someone wi

the emotional strength to absorb
consequences. He is certainly n
recommending that one do somethi
which would cause him great distress
involve him in a feud. On the other han
there are situations in which there is mu
to be gained by accepting the blame f
someone else.

For example, suppose someone fe
slighted because he was not invited to
important shul (synagogue) function whig
you helped organize. If you have
established, close relationship with th
person, he is more likely to be forgiving ¢
your wrongdoing than he would be towa
someone else. If you accept the blame
this oversight, your friend will understan
that no harm was intended, and the tens
will be defused.
