CALIPH OMAR

Mohammed had died in 632 leaving n
successor, a situation which led
immediate strife and a split in the nasce
Muslim world. The candidates for calip
were two: 1) his cousin Ali, who marrie

Mohammed's daughter Fatima; and 2) hidlohammed ascended to heaven.

first convert and father-in-law, Abu Bakr.
This struggle gave rise to the creation
two Muslim sects: 1) the Shi'ites wh
recognized Ali as Mohammed's rightfu
successor
recognized Abu Bakr as the
successor.

Today, the Shi'ites are the minority in th
Muslim world, making up 16% of all
Muslims. The majority of the Muslims ar
Sunnis, followers of Abu Bakr and hi
successor Omar, who founded the fif
major Islamic dynasty, the Omayya
(sometimes spelled Umayyad).

Caliph Omar recognized that the road
unity was to have a common enemy. k
therefore embarked on a series of forei
wars of conquest, in which the Muslim
were remarkably successful.

As part of his conquests Caliph Om
invaded Jerusalem in 638, taking it aw
from the Byzantines.

To see the remains of Byzantine hom

rightfu

from that period, you can visit today the

archeological excavations below th
southern end of the Temple Mount in tf
Old City of Jerusalem. It was this area,
particular, that Omar turned over to

Jewish families following his conques
(Until then the Byzantines had forbidde
the Jews from living in Jerusalem at all.)
He found the Temple Mount site in ruin
and covered with garbage as
Byzantines had deliberately decreed th
garbage should be dumped there

SEFER CHOFETZ CHAIM N Laws of

Rechilus 7:1

The laws of rechilus apply to all Jews. There|is

no difference whether the speaker is a relatjve
or stranger. And there is no difference whether
the person being spoken about is an adult qr a
child.
Furthermore, a son or daughter who hears
someone speak badly of his or her parent
cannot relate this to the parent. For example, if
a son hears a nasty comment about his father,
he cannot tell his father about it. Though he|is

motivated by a desire to honor his father, he

will honor him more by obeying the TorahQs

command not to speak rechilus.
As we stated, it is forbidden to speak rechilus
about a child. The Chofetz Chaim offers an
example which shatters a comman
misconception:
ShimonOs son is fighting with LeviOs son in|the
park, and ShimonOs son has the upper hand.
Reuven happens to be strolling through the

park at that time. He is a good friend of Leyi
and he knows exactly what to do N at least, he
thinks he does.
The next time Reuven meets Levi, he tells hjm

how ShimonOs boy Owas giving itO to his son.
Levi is not pleased. The next time Levi sees

ShimonOs son, he pulls him aside and tells him
in no uncertain terms that if he ever goes near

his son again he will regret it. To make it clear
that Ohe means business,O Levi slaps the| boy
on both cheeks.
ShimonOs son now tells his father, who in tlirn
is incensed at Levi. A full-scale feud erupts,
and how did it all begin? With the rechilus
reported by Reuven.
The Chofetz Chaim is not suggesting that we
never inform a parent when his child is the
victim of aggression. What he is telling us |s
that rechilus about children is also rechilus and
therefore we need to fulfill all the conditions
of toeles (constructive speech) before
informing a father of such matters. In odr
example, Reuven must first ask himself: OAmM |
certain that my understanding of the incident|is

correct? Perhaps LeviOs son instigated the fight
and teased the other boy until he felt the need
to retaliate?
OWhat will | accomplish by telling Levi about
the incident? And if there is something to
accomplish, perhaps it could be done by
speaking to Shimon about his son, so as|to
avoid speaking rechilus?0® Other questions
relating to the conditions of rechilus IOtoeles
(for a constructive purpose) need to be
addressed as well.
