Crash Course in Jewish History
By Rabbi Ken Spiro
THE KARAITES
During  the  long  history  of  Babylonian
Jewry,  sometimes  the  Reish  Galusa
wielded  more  power,  sometimes  the
Gaonim  did.  Much  depended  on  the
political  climate  and  the  personalities
involved. Generally, however, the position
of  the  Gaon  was  determined  by
scholarship,  while  the  position  of  Reish
Galusa was depended on lineage (as  the
Reish  Galusa  was  traditionally  the
descendant of King David.)
And it was a dispute over lineage that gave
rise  to  a  splinter  sect  in  8th  century
Baghdad -- a splinter sect that came to be
known as the Karaites.
When  Shlomo,  the  Reish  Galusa,  died
childless  in  760,  two  of  his  nephews
Hananiah and Anan vied for the position.
Hananiah got the job and Anan went off to
start his own religion.
This is  another  example of  a pattern we
have seen previously -- a split among the
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shrunk  with  time,  though  unlike  the
Sadducees,  they  never  completely
disappeared.
(During  the  19th  century,  in  the  Russian
Empire, the status of the Karites change until
eventually they were legally considered to be
a  religion  totally  separate  from  Judaism.
During  World  War  II,  the  large  Karaite
community in the Crime was spared by the
Nazis who also did not consider them to be
Jewish.)
Today, there is a small  number of Karaites
left, living chiefly in Israel, though no one is
sure how many as the Karaites forbid census-
taking. Their population has been variously
estimated at 7,000 all the way up to 40,000.
Until recently the Karaites were reputed to be
very religious people, and from the outside
appear  indistinguishable  from  Orthodox
Jews,  though  they  are  forbidden  tomarry
other Jews and marry only each other.
When  the  Sa'adiah  Gaon  died  in  942,  the
period of the Gaonim of Babylon was almost
over. It would officially end in 1038 with the
death of Chai Gaon. By then, a great many
Jews  had  left  Babylon,  following  the
opportunities that were opening up for them
in  other  parts  of  the  world  conquered  by
Muslims, especially in Spain.

Constructive Rechilus

SEFER  CHOFETZ  CHAIM  Ñ  Laws  of
Rechilus 9:1-2
We now begin the concluding chapter of Sefer
Chofetz  Chaim.  In  his  introduction  to  the
chapter,  the  Chofetz  Chaim  writes,  ÒIn  this
chapter,  we  will  explain  when it  is  actually
correct to speak rechilus, in cases where the
speakerÕs intention is to save the person from
damage.  I  ask  of  Hashem that  I  should  not
stumble in a matter of halachah.Ó
If  the  Chofetz  Chaim found  it  necessary  to
offer  a  prayer  at  this  point,  then  surely  we
should handle such situations with the utmost
care.  We can liken this  to a situation where
someone faces  the  possibility  of  undergoing
major  surgery.  The person would surely  ask
for  a  second,  expert  opinion  before  making
any  decisions.  Likewise,  when  our  spiritual
welfare  is  threatened  by  the  possibility  of
stumbling  in  matters  of  loshon  hora  and
rechilus, seeking advice of a halachic authority
is strongly recommended.
With  these  caveats,  let  us  examine  the
following case:
You learn that your friend is in the process of
hiring a particular contractor for repairs on his
house. You know that this contractor is not to
be  trusted.  You  are  familiar  with  cases  in

which  he  has  repeatedly  changed  his  price,
used  inferior  material,  and  demanded
additional  money  to  finish  the  job.  The
Chofetz Chaim states that you must warn your
friend,  provided  that  you  can  fulfill  the
following five conditions: 
1. Do not jump to conclusions: All of us have
had the experience of having our assumptions
soundly  disproved  upon  gaining  more
information.  Before  you  say  something  that
will cause this contractor a loss of income, you
must check your facts and be certain that they
show the contractor to be untrustworthy.
2. Do not exaggerate: Do not use any terms or
expressions which will make the fellow appear
worse than he actually  is.  Though you may
think that you need to exaggerate so that your
friend will take you seriously, it is forbidden
nonetheless.
3.  Be  sure  that  your  only  intention  is  to
accomplish  something  constructive.  If  you
yourself  had  a  bad  experience  with  this
contractor  and you still  harbor  some ill  will
towards him, you should not be the one to tell
your  friend  about  his  dishonesty.  In  such  a
case, it would be wise to seek the counsel of a
rav (rabbi) to decide how your friend should
be warned.
Furthermore, you must be sure that your friend
will not turn the information into rechilus by
repeating it to the contractor. As the Chofetz
Chaim  explains,  if  it  is  unlikely  that  your
friend will  heed your warning not to use the
contractor, then you should not warn him. This
is especially true if it is likely that when things
do not go as planned, your friend will lose his
temper  and  tell  the  contractor,  ÒMy  friend
Reuven  was  right  in  telling  me  not  to  use
you!Ó If  that  happens,  your  friend would be
guilty of speaking rechilus and you would be
guilty of causing a Jew to sin.
4. Seek other alternatives: If there is any way
that  you can get  your  friend not  to use this
contractor  without  relating  the  negative
information,  then that  is  what  you must  do.
For  example,  you  might  recommend  a  less
expensive contractor, whom your friend would
probably want to use.
5.  Carefully  consider  the  impact  of  your
words:  In  our  example,  the  result  of  your
words should be that the contractor is not hired
by  this  particular  customer.  However,  if  the
contractorÕs  business  might  be  ruined,  the
information cannot be shared. For instance, if
your  friend  owned  a  newspaper  and  would
publish this information in a consumer advice
column, or if he might use some other means
which  would  have  a  severe  impact  on  the
contractorÕs livelihood, then it is forbidden to
relate the information.
A  competent  halachic  authority  should  be
consulted  regarding  how  best  to  prevent
further fraud.
The wisdom of the Torah is plainly apparent in
these laws. The Torah recognizes the need to
warn a friend about potential harm. Yet it also
encompasses an awareness that businesses and

Jews due to pride and ego. (We saw it, for
example, with Rehoboam and Jeroboam.)
The sect that Anan started in some ways
was  similar  to  the  Sadducees.  Like  the
Sadducees,  the  Karaites  didn't  recognize
the authority of the Oral Torah and hence
they read the Written Torah literally. (Their
name,  Karaites,  comes from the Hebrew
verb, kara, meaning "read.")
As we saw earlier, it is impossible to live a
Jewish life without the Oral  Torah as so
much of the Written Torah is not specific
enough. Thus, where the Torah commands
"and you shall  write  them [these words]
upon the  doorposts  of  your  home,"  how
can  anyone  know  which  words  of  the
Torah, or indeed, if the entire Torah is to
be written on the doorpost? It is the Oral
Torah that explains that this passage refers
to the words of the Shema prayer, which
are to be written on a parchment scroll and
then  affixed  in  a  specified  place  and
manner on the doorpost. The mezuzah!
As a result of their literal reading of the
Torah,  the  Karaites  came  to  observe
Shabbat in total darkness, unable to leave
their  homes  all  day  except  to  go  to  the
synagogue.  They  did  away  with  the
observance of Chanukah because it is not
mentioned in the Written Torah, as well as
with the separation of meat and milk for
the  same  reason.  Ironically,  because  so
many  statements  in  the  Bible  cannot  be
explained  with  out  the  Oral  Law,  the
Karaites had to create their own oral law
as a way of translating these statements in
the Bible into practical applications.
One might think that this sect would have
little appeal but, this was not the case. The
Karaites began to attract those Jews who
wanted  to  dismiss  the  opinions  of  the
rabbis; this turned out to be a huge draw. 
That is, until the great sage, the Sa'adiah
Gaon entered the picture.

SA'ADIAH GAON
Sa'adiah Gaon is  famed for  his  writings,
particularly  the  Book  of  Belief  and
Opinions,  and  for  his  critiques  of  the
Karaites which made mincemeat  of  their
beliefs.  In  addition  to  being  the  Rosh
Yeshiva (The Dean) of the great Yeshiva
of Sura, he was one of the greatest Jewish
legal  and  philosophical  minds  of  the
period.
His  arguments  stopped  the  spread  of
Karaitism which could have overwhelmed
the entire Jewish world. It was so popular
at  one point  that  in the 10th century the
majority of Jews in the Land of Israel may
well have been Karaites.
However,  the  Karaites  never  recovered
from the assault of Sa'adiah Gaon on the
logic  of  their  beliefs.  Their  numbers
