The Gemara in Shabbd46a cites a Mach
lokes between Rebbi and Raban Shimon &
Gamliel. It explains how, according to Rebh
the Parshah of¥ayehi bid@d®d hd®DronO
(10:35), is written in its correct placand the
two Nunin there servesaa form of brackets
symbolizing that these two Pesukim are
Book on their own And how consequently,
the Torah consists of seven books, rather tl
five (in keeping with the Pasuk in Mishlei 9:

Raban Shimon ben Gamliel, on the oth
hand, holds that the Torah consists of fi
books and not seven. He considers these
Pesukim to be out of place, and the two (bg
to front) Nunin indicate that they belong fift
Parshiyos back in Bamidb&where the Torah
deals with the journeys in the desert). And t
reason the Torah inserts them heré€s di-
vide between one punishment and anotgr
have deviated slightly from Rabeinu Bachyj
who establishes Raban Shimon ben Gam
as a third opirin in the Gemara, rather tha
being synongnous with the Tana Kama).

According to Rashi, the Gemara
referring to the two sins which follow
immediatelyP their grumbling about the lack
of meat (which began already during the fir
three days [before th@arshah ofOvayehi
bid@aA hd®rond), and their unspecified
grumbling (which the comertaries ascribe to
their having to travel in the desert).
