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Bigdei Kahuna

“You shall not show favoritism in judging, 
the small shall be heard like the great.” 
(Devarim 1:17) 

The Torah is teaching the laws of Judges. 
The Rambam writes in Hilchos Sanhedrin 
21:1 that if one of the litigants is dressed well 
while the other is dressed shabbily, the judge 
should turn to the well-dressed litigant and tell 
him: “Either provide similar clothing for the 
other party or dress like him.” I would like to 
learn this law in a metaphorical manner, 
Bezrat Hashem.  

This is an original Torah thought. The 
well-dressed litigant represents the person that 
is finely “clothed” in Torah learning and 
Mitzvoth, while the poorly-dressed litigant 
represents the person that is “naked” of Torah 
learning and Mitzvoth. The person being 
judged in this case is the well-dressed litigant 
by G-d Himself by placing the poorly-dressed 
litigant beside him.  

G-d is demanding to know why the well-
dressed litigant has not provided the poorly-
dressed litigant with finer clothes to wear. 
Obviously, the clothes here represents Torah 
and Mitzvoth. Every learned person is obli-
gated to provide the unlearned with Torah and 
Mitzvoth. A similar idea is found in Tanna 
Debei Eliyahu Rabba (chapter 27), as follows: 
“When you see the naked, cover him” (Isa. 
58:7). How? If you see a person devoid of 
Torah, take him in. Teach him the Shema ..., 
and teach him one verse of scripture or a 
single halacha (Jewish Law) each day.  

Stimulate him to perform Mitzvoth. There 
is none more bare in Israel than he who has 
neither Torah nor Mitzvoth. He is like a naked 
person. We all have an obligation to cloth the 
“naked” with Torah and Mitzvoth. We cannot 
be complacent with our own “Armani” 
clothes while others walk around bare. Little 
by little we can all bring people back to G-d’s 
Torah. This our obligation.

Midei Shabbos Beshabbato 
Thoughts on the Weekly Parshah

THE NINTH – OR THE TENTH OF AV 
The Gemara in Ta’anis 20b describes how 

the enemy entered the Heichal on the seventh 
of Av, ate, drank and wrought havoc on the 
seventh, eighth and ninth, and on the ninth, 
shortly before nightfall, they set fire to it, and 
how it continued to burn for an entire day, 
until the end of the tenth.  

The Gemara concludes that Chazal never-
theless fixed the ninth of Av as a day of 
mourning, rather than the tenth because it is 
the beginning of the punishment that is felt 
the most. R. Yochanan protested however. 
Had he been alive at that time, he proclaimed, 
he would have fixed it on the tenth and not on 
the ninth.  

Interestingly, also Rebbi (who was one of 
R. Yochanan’s Rebbes), in the Gemara in 
Megilah 5b) wanted to fix Tish’ah be’Av on 
the tenth (see Tosfos there), though the 
Chachamim did not agree with him.  

 
The Chasam Sofer attributes Chazal fixing 

the ninth as the day of mourning to the Pasuk 
in Yechezkel, “And lawless people will enter 
it and profane it.” Once they set fire to it, he 
explains, they profaned it. It therefore 
transpires that what burned on the tenth was 
not G-d’s Holy House, but a profane one.  

The commentaries query R. Yochanan 
from his own opinion with regard to someone 
who lights a fire (in connection with both 
Shabbos damages). R. Yochanan, in Bava 
Kama, holds that someone who kindles a fire 
is compared to someone who shoots an arrow, 
whose entire act is attributed to the time of 
shooting. That, he explains, is why we are 
permitted to light Shabbos candles before 
Shabbos comes in, even though they continue 
to burn after Shabbos is in. In that case, they 
ask, R. Yochanan ought to be the first to 
admit that Chazal were justified in fixing the 
ninth (when the kindling took place), as the 
day of mourning.  

It seems to me however, that fixing the day 
of mourning is not a matter of Halachic 
principles (whether the burning took place on 
this day or on that day), but rather of at which 
point the conflagration was the most painful. 
Indeed, the reason that the Gemara gives for 
fixing it on the ninth is (not because that was 
when the entire burning took place 
Halachically, but) because that is when it was 
felt the most. R. Yochanan presumably, holds 
that watching it burn for so many hours on the 
tenth overrode the short (if more painful) 
period that it burned on the ninth.  

 
EICHAH AND THE WORLD OF HINTS 

(Adapted from Seifer Or la’Yesharim) 
Why are the Pesukim of Eichah written 

according to the “Alef-Beis”?  
Because Yisrael transgressed the Torah that 

is written with the “Alef-Beis” (San. 104).  
Why does the letter “Pey” precede the 

letter “Ayin”?  
Because they spoke with their mouths what 

they did not see with their eyes.  

 
“Eichah” is the acronym of “Ayeh Koh,” 

which means – 

• where is the “Koh yih’yeh zar’echa” – 
“So (many) will be your children” (which 
G-d promised to Avraham [i.e., as 
numerous as the stars])? or  

• where is the “Koh somar le’Veis 
Ya’akov” (which G-d said to Moshe, 
prior to Matan Torah [where He 
promised that Yisrael would be a 
treasured nation])? or  

• where is the “Koh sevorchu es B’nei 
Yisrael” (introducing Birchas Kohanim)?  

 
Yisrael were exiled because they denied  
• Alef – Yechido shel Olam (the One G-d) 
• Yud – the Aseres ha’Dibros 
• Chaf – the B’ris Milah (which was given 

to Avraham Avinu, who lived twenty 
generations after the creation of the 
world) 

• Hey – the Chamishah Chumshei Torah  

 
Three chapters of Eichah begin with the 

word “Eichah,” corresponding to the destruc-
tion of the first Beis-Hamikdash, which was 
destroyed because Yisrael transgressed the 
three cardinal sins (Avodah-Zarah, Giluy-
Arayos and Shefichus-Damim). Each of these 
sins carries with it the penalty of Kareis. The 
numerical value of “Eichah” 36, is equivalent 
to the total number of sins that are punishable 
by Kareis.  

The third chapter (“Ani ha’gever”) does 
not begin with “Eichah,” because it corre-
sponds to the second Beis-Hamikdash, which 
was not destroyed on account of the three 
cardinal sins, but because of baseless hatred. 
On the other hand, baseless hatred is placed 
on a par with the three sins. That is why this 
chapter comprises the Alef-Beis three times.  

These four chapters correspond to the 
destruction of the Beis-Hamikdash, which is 
the basis and the root of everything. That 
explains why they comprise the “Alef-Beis,” 
which is the basis and the root of everything, 
too.  

The fifth chapter “Z’chor Hashem,” corre-
sponds to the Galus from Eretz Yisrael, which 
is not the basis. Therefore it does not go 
according to the Alef-Beis. (Maharal)  

 
“Eichah” has connotations of rebuke 

(Medrash). Hence – Moshe said “Eichah ... 
eso levadi” (Devarim 1). Yeshayah said 
“Eichah ... hoysoh le’zonoh” (Yeshayah 1). 
Yirmiyah said “Eichah ... yoshvoh bodod” 
(Eichah 1). But the first to say “Eichah” 
(albeit with different punctuation) was G-d, 
who said to Adam (immediately after the first 
sin) “Ayeka?”

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Minhagim for the Three Weeks  
The period of the three weeks begins with 

the fast of 17 Tammuz, and includes the first 
nine days of Av, including Tisha B’Av.  

THE THREE WEEKS 
For the entire period of the three weeks, the 

following restrictions apply: 
• You may not listen to live music. 

Recorded music may be played as 
background music, but it should not be 
listened to intentionally for enjoyment. 

• Weddings are not performed. 
• Public entertainment such as movies, 

shows, concerts, etc., are not permitted. 
Baseball games are not considered the 
same as other forms of entertainment, 
and it is permitted to attend them, but not 
during the nine days. 

• Videos of comedies and/or musicals 
should be avoided during the three 
weeks, and are not permitted during the 
nine days. Videos on serious subjects are 
all right during the three weeks, but not 
during the nine days. 

• Any beautification to your home may be 
performed during this period, but not 
during the nine days. This does not 
include necessary repairs, replacing 
broken appliances, etc., which may be 
done throughout the entire period. 
Planning of renovations is permitted. 

THE NINE DAYS 
During the first nine days of Av: 
• Meat and wine are not permitted, except 

for Shabbos or a seudas mitzvah. 
• Laundering clothing is not done, unless 

there is something that will be damaged, 
e.g., if a child urinates in his/her clothing. 
However, clothing can be taken out of 
the closet, and you don’t have to sit on it. 

• Bathing is not permitted. If you are 
uncomfortable you may shower but less 
frequently than usual and you may not 
use hot water (use luke warm water). As 
soon as you’re clean, the shower is over, 
don’t linger. 

• Swimming is not permitted. 
• If you normally go to the mikveh erev 

Shabbos, you may do so during the nine 
days, and you may use hot water. If you 
do not normally go to the mikveh, you 
should not do so. 

• No beautification of your home is 
permitted. 

• No pleasure travel is permitted. If you 
must travel, boats should be avoided. It is 
not a good time for doing anything risky.
