FLYING SHULS 

The second chapter of Shema ends with a 
blessing of longevity: (If you observe the 
Mitzvot listed above – Tefillin, Mezuzot and 
learning Torah) ... “In order that your days 
and those of your children will be long ... on 
the land that Hashem swore to your fathers to 
give to them.” (Eikev, 11:21).  

The Talmud (Brachot 8a) relates that when 
they told Reb Yochanan that there were 
elderly people in Bavel, he was surprised, 
seeing as from the above posuk (verse) it is 
clear that longevity is restricted to “the land” 
which refers to Eretz Yisroel (the land of 
Israel), and not the Diaspora. But when they 
informed him that the elders of Bavel would 
arrive in shul (synagogue) early to daven 
(pray) each morning and stay there late into 
the evening, he understood that it was through 
their attachment to the shul that they merited 
old age.  

The Kli Yakar points out that the question 
still remains. For when all’s said and done, 
the Torah writes “on the land” etc., (referring 
to Eretz Yisroel) and the shuls of Bavel were 
not in Eretz Yisroel. And what is the signifi-
cance of being in shul at early and late hours? 

The Kli Yakar answers this question with a 
Talmud in Megilah (29a), which states that 
every shul is an integral part of Eretz Yisroel. 
The Talmud quotes Reb Eliezer, who says 
that the shuls in Bavel will one day be 
relocated to Eretz Yisroel. In that case, 
concludes the Kli Yakar, it is correct to refer 
to them as part of Eretz Yisroel, and a Jew 
who davens in shul is actually standing in the 
Holy Land. Those people who lived in the 
shul, so to speak, and who grow old, are 
people who are growing old in Eretz Yisroel.  

One of the miracles that will occur during 
the final redemption is that all shuls and batei 
midrash (houses of study) will be flown to 
Eretz Yisroel. 

The Chofetz Chaim (Rabbi Yisroel Meir 
HaKohain Kagan of Radin; 1838-1933) took 
this literally, as recounted by a Jew who lived 
in a small town where the shul had no floor, 
just a wooden frame built directly on the 
ground. Distraught by this lack of respect, the 
Chofetz Chaim came to the town, gathered the 
people and gave the following drasha 
(speech). 

“Chazal (our Sages) tell us that all the shuls 
of the Diaspora will be brought to Eretz 
Yisroel when Moshiach comes. What for? Do 
you think just the empty building will be 
taken? Of course not. All the people that 
daven in that shul will be assembled there, 
and the building with all its congregants will 
be lifted up and carried to Eretz Yisroel. But 
if there is no floor, the building will go, while 
its congregants will be left behind!” 

Needless to say, the effect was electrifying, 
and the people fixed up the shul with 
lightning speed. 

Thus, the Kli Yakar concludes, whoever 
rises early to go to shul and stays in shul late 
gives more honor to the house of Hashem. 
Therefore Hashem “prolongs his days ... on 
the land” because it is as if he spends the best 
part of his days in Eretz Yisroel. 
 

Hadrash Ve -Haiyun Dor ReviÕi 
Torah Insights on the Weekly 

Parsha

You will eat, you will be satisfied and you 
will bless your G-d for the good land that he 
gave you (Devarim 8:10). 

The Elya Rabba (Orach Chaim 185) takes 
note that in the birchas hamazon blessing all 
the letters of the aleph beis appear with the 
exception of the “end pei.” The Elya Rabbah 
explains that according to the esoteric teach-
ings of kabala the end pei is associated with 
demons and harmful spirits. Chazal purposely 
omitted the end pei to underscore that the in-
tense holiness of this blessing does not allow 
for a trace of anything harmful or impure.  

Let us suggest another homiletic inter-
pretation. 

Upon leaving the rest room we are required 
by halacha to recite the asher yatzar blessing. 
In shulchan aruch (6) the mechaber unchar-
acteristically goes to great lengths to explain 
the text of this blessing. When discussing the 
concluding phrase “u’maphli la’asos” he 
explains that the root of “u’maphli” is the 
word “pelah,” i.e., translated as wonder. In his 
second explanation of the relation between 
“wonder” and the theme of asher yatzar the 
mechaber explains that we thank Hashem for 
the great wonder of the human digestive 
system, specifically, the ability of the body to 
extract the nutrients and separate the 
remaining toxins as waste. 

Let us take note that the root of the 
concluding phrase of asher yatzar is a word 
that begins with the letter pei, i.e., pelah.  

Let us suggest that chazal cleverly left out 
the end pei in the birchas hamazon blessing to 
hint that our birchas hamazon is incomplete 
until we encounter the pei that comes at the 
end. This alludes to the asher yatzar blessing, 
which concludes with the pei of “pelah,” i.e., 
wonder. Only after we encounter the asher 
yatzar blessing and reflect upon the wonder 
that the body has the ability to separate the 
good portion of food and remove the 
poisonous toxins, do we fully appreciate the 
complete blessing of our sustenance.  

Thus, homiletically we may say that the 
complete birchas hamazon does include all 
the letters of the aleph beis, after we join it 
with the asher yatzar blessing. 

Sedrah Selections Ð Selections  
by Zvi Akiva Fleisher 

Ch. 7, v. 12, 13: “V’hoyoh eikev tish’m’un, 
U’veirach pri bit’n’cho u’fri admo’secho” –
And it will be as a result of your listening. 
And He will bless the fruit of your womb and 
the fruit of your land. The gemara Mo’eid 
Koton 28 says that one’s success in having 
children, a livelihood, and life, are not 
dependent upon one’s merits, but rather, on 
“mazel.”  

Don’t our verses seem to say otherwise, 
that when one follows Hashem’s dictates he 
will be blessed with these matters? The 
Yalkut Reuveini offers either that we can 
differentiate between the masses, who will in 
general be blessed by complying, and an 
individual, or that in Eretz Yisroel it depends 
upon merits, while in the Diaspora it depends 
upon “mazel.”  

Ch. 7, v. 15: “V’heisir Hashem mimcho kol 
choli v’chol madvei Mitzrayim horo’im asher 
yodato lo y’simom boch” – And Hashem will 
remove from you all sickness and all bad 
afflictions of Egypt which you have known 
He will not place in you. If you will not have 
these sicknesses what need is there to remove 
them?  

Our sages say that when the final redemp-
tion will come Hashem will again bring the 
ten plagues He sent on Egypt upon the world. 
He will also add some more plagues. They 
add that when Hashem visited the ten plagues 
upon the Egyptians they also came upon the 
bnei Yisroel, but for a fleeting moment only. 
The new type of plagues that Hashem will 
bring upon the world will come upon the bnei 
Yisroel, again for only a moment, and the 
plagues that are repetitive of what was sent 
upon Egypt will not be sent upon the bnei 
Yisroel at all. This is the meaning of 
“v’heisir.” Hashem will place new plagues 
upon you, but only for a moment, and then 
remove them. The plagues of Egypt, “lo 
y’simom boch” at all.  

Based on this, the Shaa’rei Aharon explains 
that the term “simoh” rather than “n’sinoh,” is 
very well understood. The gemara M’nochos 
59b says that “simoh” means placing even a 
very small measure. Hashem will not place 
upon us even in the smallest measure the 
plagues He once sent upon Egypt. (Chid”o in 
Nachal K’dumim)
