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Free Will Versus Causality
by Chanan Morrison

The Torah commands us to set up a
guardrail (ma’akeh) to prevent people from
falling off the roof. A straightforward mitz-
vah, if there ever was one. Nonetheless, a
deeper look into this mitzvah leads us to a
complex philosophical topic. To what extent
are events pre-determined, and to what extent
do we have free will? To what degree are we
responsible for our actions?

THE ONE WHoO Is FALLING

When you build a new house, you must place
a guardrail around your roof. Do not allow a
dangerous situation in your house, for the one

who is falling could fall from it. [Deut. 22:8]

The language in the verse is awkward.
What does it mean, “the one who is falling”?
Is not the Torah warning against a possible
future event? Or has he already started to fall?
The Talmud [Shabbat 32a] explains as
follows:

This person (who fell) was predestined to fall
since the six days of Creation. That is why the
verse refers to him as “the one who is
falling.” Reward is brought about through a
person of merit, while punishment is brought
about through a person of guilt.

This Talmudic statement needs to be
examined. If the one who fell was supposed to
fall anyway, why should I bother with the
guardrail? He would have fallen anyway!
Where do free will and personal responsibility
enter the picture?

Two SYSTEMS GOVERNING THE UNIVERSE

When we witness the phenomenon of cause
and effect in the world, we are led to ponder
the extent of our personal freedom to act
versus underlying, pre-ordained causes. It is
important to note that, while free will assumes
complete freedom of action, this does not
negate the possibility of requisite causes.

We recognize in the economic and political
spheres that, despite freedom of personal
initiative, there exist overall factors that may
neutralize any such attempts at change. For
example, the initiative to set up a high-tech
company in a backward, third-world country
may fail due to lack of infrastructure and
skilled labor, political corruption, etc. This is
also true in the moral and spiritual realms. We
have complete freedom of action and choice,
but other underlying factors may negate the
actual outcome of our actions. Even when
great changes occur, they too may be simply
part of the overall divine plan.

In some cases, the discerning eye will
detect the effects of actions of free choice,
while in others, we see the footprints of pre-
ordained causes. In fact, both of these systems
— freedom of choice and causality — are tools
by which the universe is governed. Together

they achieve the overall universal goal, as it
says in Isaiah 16:5, “With kindness and truth,
the throne will be established.”

MEANS AND ENDS

We may divide all activity into means and
ends. (In specific instances, however, this
distinction may not be obvious, as an action
may be a means in one aspect and a goal in
another.) Means do not make a permanent
impression on the world on their own accord;
their significance is due to what they cause.
Means relate primarily to the power of free
choice. There exist a variety of means that
may lead to a particular end; if a goal is not
attained through one medium, it will be
achieved by another. Ultimate ends, on the
other hand, relate to pre-ordained causes.

Now we can understand better the Talmu-
dic principle, “Reward is brought about
through those with merit, and punishment
through the guilty.” This is the “magical”
connection between the two systems, freedom
and causality. Through the act of free will by
some individual — the means — the appropriate
pre-ordained goal, be it reward or punishment,
is achieved. In the case of the guardrail, it is
the free will of the house-owner who failed to
erect a ma’akeh, that led to the punishment of
the one predestined to fall.

Parsha Potpourri

Ki yikach ish isha u’ba’ala v’haya im lo
timtza chein b’einav ki matza bah ervas davar
v’kasav lah sefer kerisus v'nasan b’yada
v’shilcha mi’beiso (24:1)

The Vilna Gaon explains that a divorce
document is called a get because these two
letters aren’t found next to each other in any
other word in the Hebrew language and aren’t
pronounced with the same part of the mouth.
This name therefore symbolizes separation.

Based on this concept, the Margalios
HaTorah — a student of the Vilna Gaon —
notes that in the section in the Torah
(Bereishis 49:29-32) which details the final
instructions of Yaakov to his sons immedi-
ately prior to his death, every letter in the
Hebrew alphabet is used except for gimmel
and tes.

As long as Yaakov remained alive, unity
reigned between his children, as symbolized
by the fact that the letters which connote
separation aren’t used to describe his final
moments with his sons. However, the follow-
ing verse (49:33), which relates the death of
Yaakov, contains both the letter gimmel and
the letter tes, to hint that upon the death of the

unifying figure who inspired peace, the
brothers immediately began to have (50:15)
feelings of distrust and hatred.

Similarly, the section in the Torah (Bamid-
bar 28:1-8) which discusses the Korban
Tamid, the continual offering which was
brought twice daily on the Altar, contains
every letter in the Hebrew alphabet except for
gimmel and tes. This hints to the Gemora in
Gittin (90b), which teaches that when a man
divorces his first wife, the Altar sheds tears.
As a result, the portion which describes the
sacrifice which was brought on the Altar most
regularly omits the two letters which are used
to describe a Jewish document of divorce!

Chamishoh Mi Yo’dei’a — Five
Questions on the Weekly Sedrah -
Selections (One and Two)

Ch. 21, v. 18: “V’lo yishma a’leihem” — Why
do we judge the ben soreir u’moreh “al sheim
sofo,” — for that to which his acts will
eventually lead, i.e., murder (mishnoh
Sanhedrin 71b), even though he has not yet
murdered anyone, and yet by Yishmo ‘eil we
find that Hashem saved his life by miracu-
lously producing a wellspring in the desert
(Breishis 21:19) even though his progeny
would eventually cause some of the bnei
Yisroel to die from thirst, because of the
dictum that we judge a person by the situation
at hand and not by considerations of what the
future holds, “ba’asher hu shom” (Breishis
21:17), as per the gemara R.H. 16b?

The Baalei Tosfos ask this and they give
two answers:

1) “Hu atzmo” — The rebellious son has
sinned HIMSELF, while it is only the
descendants of Yishmo’eil who have sinned
regarding water.

2) “Mas’chil b’a’veiroh” — The rebellious
son has already BEGUN sinning by stealing,
thus he has started down the road to
eventually committing murder. There is an
allusion to the question raised and to the
answers given within our verse. (See
Niflo’ose MiToro’secho page 174 who says
part of the following.) If we take the words
“V’LO YISHMA” and the two following
letters from the beginning of the next word
“A’Leihem,” we have “V’LO YISHMO’
EIL.” This indicates that the outcome of this
situation is not the same as by Yishmo’eil.
The reason that it is different by the ben soreir
u’moreh is shown in the remaining letters of
“a’leiHeM, Hei-Mem. The letter Yud does not
serve a phonetic purpose, as it accompanies
the “tzei’re” under the letter Lamed, and we
are left with Hei-Mem. Hei stands for “Hu
atzmo,” and Mem stands for “Mas’chil
b’a’veiroh.”
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Ch. 21, v. 23: “Ki kil’las Elokim toluy” — Be-
cause a curse/cheapening of G-d is hanging —
Exactly what is the negative result of leaving

the body of the guilty person hanging?

1) Man is created in the image of Hashem
(Breishis 9:6). Leaving a corpse made in the
image of Hashem hanging, is a cheapening of
Hashem. (Rashi)

2) The dead corpse gives off a negative
influence of a curse. (Ibn Ezra)

3) The gemara Sanhedrin 45b concludes
that only he who sinned with idol worship or
blasphemed is hung after being put to death.
Having his body hang for an extended period
of time brings spectators to ask why he was
hung. They would hear the details of how this
person did one of the two sins just mentioned.
This discussion in its own right is either a
cheapening of Hashem or will bring a curse.
(Ramban)

4) A dead body that is hanging is a most
cursed and despicable situation. It also brings
impurity to the land. We are told that the Holy
Land is a source for blessing and not for curse
“Ki shom tzivoh Hashem es habrochoh
chaim” (T hilim 133:3). (Ramban)

5) It is a cheapening of Hashem to
“advertise” the body of one who has so
grievously sinned against Hashem. (Ralbag)

6) It will bring about cursing the judges,
called “elohim” (Shmos 22:27). That verse
prohibits cursing them. People who see the
sorrowful sight will curse the witnesses and
the judges who brought this guilty person to
justice. (Rashbam)

¥ In nusach sfard, L’Dovid is said at shacharis
and mincha. In nusach ashkenaz, L’Dovid is
said at maariv and shacharis. If dovening in
a nusach ashkenaz kehilla, you can say
L’Dovid quietly at mincha, and repeat it
again with the kehilla at maariv.

¥ In general, never make a PUBLIC departure
from the tzibur.
