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Remembering to Bless G-d 
by Chanan Morrison 

Twice every seven years, the Jewish farmer 
declares that he has correctly tithed his crops:  

I have removed all the sacred portions 
from my house. ... I have not violated Your 
commandments, and I have forgotten 
nothing.  [Deut. 26:13]  

What was it that the farmer did not forget 
to do as he distributed his tithes?  

The Sages explained, ÒI did not forget to 
bless You and mention Your name over 
itÓ [MaÕaser Sheni 5:11]. The farmer took 
care to recite a bracha (blessing/benediction) 
before tithing. He expressed his gratitude for 
the opportunity to share his produce with the 
Kohanim and Levites, representing the nation 
in the holy Temple, as well as the poor Ð the 
strangers, orphans and widows. ÒBlessed are 
You, Lord our G-d, Ruler of the universe, 
Who sanctified us with His mitzvot and 
commanded us to set aside tithes.Ó  

What constitutes a blessing?  
The Talmudic rabbis instituted an intricate 

framework of blessings, to be recited in a 
wide variety of situations in life Ð before 
partaking of a fruit, smelling a spice, seeing a 
rainbow, performing a mitzvah, and so on. 
What is the purpose of all of these blessings?  

The Talmud [Berachot 40b] records a dis-
agreement that sheds light on the inner mean-
ing and purpose of blessings. The Talmudic 
scholar Rav stated that a bracha must contain 
the name of G-d. Otherwise, it does not count 
as a bracha. Rabbi Yochanan disagreed with 
Rav: not only must G-dÕs name be mentioned, 
but also His malchut (kingship). We must 
acknowledge G-d as Ruler of the universe. A 
blessing without G-dÕs name and His 
sovereignty does not constitute a blessing.  

Why mention Malchut?  
Maimonides explained that blessings serve 

to instill in us the recognition of the eternal 
truths of the world, Òso that we will remember 
the Creator at all timesÓ [Laws of Blessings, 
1:3, 4].  

By mentioning G-dÕs name in the bracha, 
we recognize the ultimate truth of G-dÕs exis-
tence. Rav felt that this knowledge is the true 
purpose of blessings, and automatically it will 
make an impact on our actions. Once we rec-
ognize G-d as the Creator and Source for this 
fruit, fragrance, or mitzvah, we will aspire to 
act in a way that is good and proper in  
G-dÕs eyes.  

Rabbi Yochanan, on the other hand, feared 
a situation in which one acknowledges G-dÕs 
name, yet does not act upon that knowledge. 
He stipulated that all blessings must include 
the phrase ÒRuler of the universe.Ó By 
recognizing G-dÕs malchut and Divine rule in 
the world, we accept that our actions be moral 
and upright, or suffer the consequences. One 
who adopts corrupt ways is subject to justice 
meted out by the authority of the King.  

In general, this dispute may be said to re-
volve around the following question: is ab-
stract intellectual enlightenment sufficient to 
lead people to true ethical living? Or is it nec-
essary to have specific recognition directly re-
lated to moral behavior Ð acknowledgment of 
G-dÕs sovereignty and judgment in the world?  

Who was right?  
The Mishna about the farmer who recited 

the bracha before tithing appears to support 
RavÕs opinion. This source only mentions the 
need to mention G-dÕs name, and not the 
requirement to mention G-dÕs rule over the 
universe.  

Yet, we may make a distinction between 
different types of blessings. With regard to a 
blessing said before performing a mitzvah, 
such as tithing, perhaps it is not necessary to 
mention G-dÕs malchut, since the very per-
formance of the mitzvah indicates that we rec-
ognize the significance of our actions and the 
importance of acting in accordance to G-dÕs 
will. However, Òblessings for enjoyment,Ó 
said before eating or smelling a fragrance, 
should require both G-dÕs name and His trait 
of Òmalchut.Ó In fact, the Halacha was 
decided that all types of blessings require that 
we mention G-d as Ruler of the universe Ð 
like the opinion of Rabbi Yochanan.

Midei Shabbos Beshabbato

The Torah writes ÒbeÕmispar arboÕimÓ (the 
number leading to 40), and it is from there 
that Chazal learn that there are 39 strokes, and 
not 40.  

Rabeinu Bachye cites a Medrash, explain-
ing why a sinner deserves 40 lashes. This 
Medrash evidently assumes that that is what 
he really ought to receive, only G-d in His 
mercy, detracts 1 stroke, as the Pasuk in 
Tehilim (78:38) writes ÒAnd He is is merciful, 
He atones for our sins ... and He does not 
arouse all His wrath.Ó  

A person is formed in 40 days, says the 
Medrash, and when he sins, he transgresses 
the Torah that was given in 40 days. Let him 
receive 40 lashes as his punishment Ð like 
Adam haÕRishon, who sinned and whose 
punishment comprised 40, since Adam, Cha-
vah, the snake and the earth, each received 10 
punishments (a total of 40).  

In a similar vein, following the sin of the 
Meraglim, Yisrael had to remain in the desert 
for 40 years.  

Or perhaps it was necessary to detract 1 
stroke from the 40, so that the sinner receives 
a total number of the lashes that is divisible by 
3, as we discussed in the previous issue, and 
we shall elaborate on shortly.  

In any event, the culprit receives 39 lashes 
(not 40), and that is what we will now discuss.  

Someone who contravenes the word of  
G-d, explains Rabeinu Bachye, deserves to 
die. Our sages have taught that in the time to 
come, G-d will revive the dead with ÒTal shel 
TechiyÕah (the dew of life).Ó The numerical 
value of ÒtalÓ is 39, and that explains the 39 
Malkos that save a sinner from death.  

Furthermore, he says, a boy is subject to 
Malkos at the age of 13, and since the lashes 
come in groups of 3, he receives 39 strokes 
(13  3). Perhaps the concept of groups of 3 is 
also based on manÕs 3 Souls (Nefesh, RuÕach 
and Neshamah, which are all partners in the 
sin), though we will present other interpre-
tations shortly.  

Rabeinu Bachye attributes the reason for 
the Tefach (handbreadth) width of the handle 
(and the initial strap) to the fact that one 
Tefach is the equivalent of 4 etzboÕos (finger-
breadths), which, when it is doubled and 
doubled again (as the strap actually is), make 
a total width of 16 etzboÕos. And, as the 
Gemara in Sotah (37b) explains, there is no 
Mitzvah on which G-d did not enter into 16 
covenants with Yisrael.  

The Gemara actually says that He entered 
into 3 sets of 16 covenants at Sinai, 16 in the 
Ohel MoÕed and 16 at the Plains of MoÕav (48 
in all). Perhaps this explains the significance 
of the batches of 3 lashes that the culprit 
received.  

Chazal also speak of the 16-bladed sword 
that comprises G-dÕs Midas haÕDin, and the 
Angel in charge of Midas haÕDin, who is 
called ÔYohachÕ (which is the acronym of 
ÔYudÕ ÔVavÕ hach [16 strike!]), as the 
commentaries explain in connection with the 
16 times that we spill wine from the cup on 
Seder night.  

Furthermore, the two donkey straps, 
running alongside the thongs of ox leather, 
represent ÒNaÕaseh veÕNishmaÓ which the 
culprit contravened. And the Pasuk refers 3 
times to striking (when it writes ÒveÕhikohu 
lefonov,Ó ÒarboÕim yakenuÓ and Òpen yosif 
lehakosoÓ) to hint at the groups of 3 lashes 
that the culprit receives, 1 in front and 2 at the 
back, as we have already explained.  

Although we have presented various 
reasons for the groups of 3, none of them 
explains the significance of one-third in front 
and two-thirds at the back. The KÕli Yakar (in 
his second explanation) explains it with the 
Mishnah in Pirkei Avos, which advises us to 
remember where we come from, where we are 
going to and before whom we will eventually 
have to give accountability, in order to avoid 
sinning. When someone does sin, he says, it is 
clear that he failed to follow the MishnahÕs 
instructions. Consequently, he receives Mal-
kos, one-third in front (corresponding to 
Òwhere he came fromÓ), and two-thirds at the 
back (corresponding to Òwhere he is going to 
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and before whom he will have to give ac-
countabilityÓ).  

Perhaps the most important lesson of all to 
be learned from Malkos is what we learn from 
the Pasuk in this weekÕs Parshah (29:58), 
which the Beis Din would read out whilst the 
lashes were being delivered ÒIf you will not 
observe to fulfill all the words of this Torah ... 
to fear this revered and fearful Name ... and 
G-d will make wondrous your Makos.Ó 
Rabeinu Bachye comments on these words.  
This Pasuk demonstrates that the prime objec-
tive of all Mitzvos is YirÕah (the fear of G-d). 
Indeed, Moshe made this point at Har Sinai, 
when he said Òfor G-d came in order to put 
you to the test, and in order that His fear shall 
be on your faces.Ó Shlomoh Hamelech too, 
took his cue from there and concluded both 
Mishlei and Koheles on that note. And, com-
menting on the Pasuk in Yeshayah, ÒThe fear 
of Hashem is His treasureÓ (33:6), Chazal ex-
plain that someone who has YirÕas Shamayim, 
has everything; without it, he has nothing. The 
simple explanation of this Pasuk is that it is 
YirÕas Hashem that G-d stores in His treasury 
as a sample of what is precious to Him. In-
deed, it is for our YirÕas Shamayim, over and 
above everything else, that He will reward us.  

Alternatively, it is the YirÕas Shamayim of 
those who fear Him that He places in His 
treasury, because it is precious to Him. Why 
is that? It is because of the principle that 
ÒEverything is in the Hands of G-d, with the 
exception of YirÕas Shamayim.Ó Besides the 
conventional meaning of this MaÕamar 
Chazal, it can also mean that fear is the one 
commodity that G-d Himself does not 
possess. That is why our fear is so precious to 
Him. When we display it, He immediately 
takes it and places it in His treasury. It is the 
one commodity for which He relies entirely 
on us.  

And the reason that YirÕah is so vital, 
Rabeinu Bachye concludes, is because, unlike 
other Mitzvos (e.g., Tefilin and Tzitzis, which 
have a specific time slot to perform [i.e., once 
the time is up, the Mitzvah is over]), it applies 
at all times, as the Pasuk in Tehilim teaches us 
ÒThe fear of G-d is pure, it lasts forever.Ó  

YirÕas Shamayim is only complete when it 
results in the performance of Mitzvos, for so 
the Pasuk writes ÒIf you will not observe (i.e., 
Mitzvos Lo SaÕaseh) to fulfill (i.e., Mitzvos 
Asei) ... .Ó
