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All About Rosh Hashanah – 
Selections

May we all merit to be written in the book of 
life for a good and sweet year  

IT’S GOOD TO CRY 
It is good to cry during the Tefilos of Rosh 

Hashanah, says the Vavei ha’Amudim. Some-
one who finds it difficult to do so, he adds, 
should at least Daven in a crying voice, as the 
Pasuk writes in Tehilim (6:9) “for G-d has 
heard the voice of my crying.”  

The Arizal comments that if someone does 
not cry at all during this period, it is a sign 
that his Neshamah is not “good and 
complete.” 

On the other hand, he says if someone for 
no logical reason, suddenly begins to cry at 
any point during these days, it is a sign that he 
is currently being judged at that moment by 
the Heavenly Court, and though His body 
may not be aware of it, his Soul is.  

PRAYING FOR PARNASAH 
One should recite Kapitel 24 (“le’David 

Mizmor, la’Hashem ho’oretz u’melo’oh”) on 
Rosh Hashanah night, either at the end of 
Ma’ariv before the last Kadish, or at home 
any time before Amud ha’Shachar. If one has 
in mind the Name of Hashem, punctuated the 
“Yud” with a “Sh’va,” the “Hey” with a 
“Segol” and the “Vav” with a “Komatz” 
(which spells the Name of the Angel in charge 
of Parnasah), and recites it with great 
Kavanah, then one can rest assured that he 
will not lack Parnasah the whole year (Eimek 
B’rachah quoting the Sha’arei Tzi’on).  

The Sidur Leiv Samei’ach quoting Rebbi 
Sholom mi’Beltz explains the Pasuk there 
“He will receive a B’rachah from Hashem  
and Tzedakah from the G-d of his salvation” 
in the following manner. There are some 
people who think that any B’rachah that 
comes their way is the result of their own hard 
work, therefore David Hamelech said “He 
will receive a B’rachah from Hashem.” And 
there are others who concede that everything 
comes from Hashem, but who attribute His 
blessings to their own righteousness. 
Therefore he added “and Tzedakah from the 
G-d of his salvation,” stressing that not only 
do all B’rachos come from Hashem, but that 
they are also the result of G-d’s 
lovingkindness, and not the result of one’s 
own good deeds.  

THE HIDDEN LETTERS 
In the Pasuk “Tik’u ba’chodesh Shofar, 

ba’kesse le’Yom Chageinu” …  (that hints at 
the Mitzvah of blowing the Shofar on Rosh 
Hashanah), the letters preceding those that 
comprise “chodesh Shofar, ba’kesse” are 
“G.Za.R,” “K.Ra.(Ayin)” and “D.I.N,” 

respectively, a hint that the Mitzvah of Shofar 
tears up the evil decree.  

AN IDEAL TIME TO DO TESHUVAH 
The reason that we blow Shofar twice, says 

the Gemara (which does not contend with the 
thirty blasts that we blow at the end to make 
up one hundred), once before Musaf (Teki’os 
di’Me’yushav) and once during Musaf 
(Teki’os di’Me’umad) is in order to confuse 
the Satan, because when he hears the Teki’os 
di’Me’umad, he thinks that this is the “great 
Shofar” that will be blown when Mashi’ach 
comes, which much to his chagrin, will leave 
him out of a job.  

Consequently, thinking that his end has 
arrived, he becomes quite confused and 
remains tongue-tied, precisely as the tone of 
the Shofar arrives before the Heavenly 
Throne, to plead for mercy on our behalf.  

That is why the Arizal used to recite Viduy 
between the sets of the Teki’os di’Meyushav 
(albeit silently, seeing as one is not permitted 
to recite Viduy aloud on Rosh Hashanah).  

For what can be better than reciting Viduy 
when the Satan is unable to accuse?  

WHY DO THE ANGELS TREMBLE? 
We say in “u’Nesaneh Tokef” “… the 

angels are afraid, and terror and a fit of 
trembling grips them.” The Sidur Yismach 
Leiv, citing R. Sholom mi’Belz, explains that 
at this time of year, G-d expects the angels to 
speak up in defense of K’lal Yisrael, and so, 
when they see G-d scrutinizing them to see 
whether they have fulfilled this obligation, 
they are overcome with fear in case they have 
not, and redouble their efforts to do so.

Some Minhagim (Customs) Of 
Rosh Hashana

 WHY APPLES?  
The Talmud tells us that “Simmana Milsa” 

– “a symbol has significance.” We perform 
symbolic acts as a sign for good, an 
expression of prayer that the New Year be a 
good one for us. Here are some of the 
Minhagim of the Rosh Hashana evening 
meals.  

It is a Minhag (custom) during the New 
Year season to feature sweet foods as a 
symbol of our desire for a sweet year.  

We also dip Challah in honey at this time 
of the year for the same reason. The Challah 
is not braided as usual but instead baked in a 
circle – a wish that the coming year will roll 
around smoothly without unhappiness or 
sorrow.  

A popular Minhag during Rosh Hashana is 

eating apples dipped in honey, a symbol of 
our wish for a sweet new year. It’s a highly 
recommended practice, it’s also yummy.  

After saying the Bracha ... Boray pree ha 
eitz, we say: 

Y’hee ratzon* sheh-tichadesh alainu shana 
tovah oomtookah. (*Some add Hashem’s 
name) “May it be your will* that you renew 
for us a good and sweet year.”  

On Rosh Hashana, we eat from the head of 
a fish or sheep. Before we eat we recite: 
“May it be your will that we be like the head 
(leaders) and not like the tail (followers).”  

Before eating the pomegranate, we recite: 
“May it be your will ... that our merits be 
increased like (the seeds of) the pome-
granate.” 

Before eating fish, we recite: “May we be 
fruitful and multiply like fish.”  

Before eating carrots, we recite: “May our 
merits multiply.” 

Others recite: “May it be your will ... that 
our evil sentence be torn before you, and our 
merits be read out before you.”  

Before eating dates, we recite: “May it be 
your will ... that our foes be consumed.”  

TASHLICH  
Another popular Minhag of Rosh Hashana 

is Tashlich (“casting off”). It is performed 
after the Mincha prayers, on the afternoon of 
the first day of Rosh Hashana (unless Rosh 
Hashana falls on a Shabbat, then Tashlich is 
performed on the second day). We walk to a 
body of flowing water, preferably one con-
taining live fish, say a special prayer, and 
symbolically empty our pockets into the river, 
casting off our sins.  

The Tashlich service is a Minhag based on 
the verse from Micah (7:9) “and cast into the 
depths of the sea all their sins.”  

 
“MAY YOU BE INSCRIBED AND SEALED IN 

THE BOOK OF LIFE FOR A GOOD YEAR” 
Our Sages tell us that once we enter the 

month of Elul, any time a person writes a 
letter to someone, the writer should mention 
the fact at the beginning of the letter that he 
wishes and hopes that the person have a good 
year. Some Sages write that expressing these 
wishes can be done at the end of the letter as 
well. The standard blessing is “K’tivah 
V’chatimah Tovah,” literally “A good writing 
and sealing,” meaning that the person should 
be written, so to speak, in the Book of Life, 
the Book of Good, and be sealed in that book 
as well.  

The common greeting during this period is 
L’shanah tovah (“for a good year”). This is 
short for “L’shanah tovah tikatev v’taihatem” 
(or to women, “L’shanah tovah tikatevi 
v’taihatemi”), which means “May you be 
inscribed and sealed for a good year.”  

These greetings are used during this period 
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because on Rosh Hashana the destiny of all 
mankind is recorded by Hashem in “Books.” 
In these “Books,” Hashem writes in our 
names, writing down who will live and who 
will die, who will have a good life and who 
will have a bad life, for the next year. Though 
these “Books” are written in on Rosh 
Hashana, our actions during Aseret Ymay 
Tshuva (the Ten Days of Repentance), can 
alter Hashem’s decree. The actions that can 
change the decree are Tshuva (repentance), 
Tefilla (prayer) and Tzedaka (charity).  

It is very important to seek reconciliation 
with people you may have wronged during the 
course of the year. The Talmud states that 
Yom Kippur can only atone for sins between 
man and Hashem. To atone for sins against 
another person, you must first seek to recon-
cile with that person, righting the wrongs you 
committed against them if possible.  

On Yom Kippur these “Books” are closed 
and sealed.  

TZOM (THE FAST OF) GEDALIA  
This year, (2009), Tzom (the fast of) 

Gedalia is observed on the day after Rosh 
Hashana, Monday, September 21, the 3rd day 
of Tishrei.  

Tzom Gedalia commemorates the 
assassination of Gedalia ben (son of) Ahikam, 
the Jewish governor of Israel, a critical event 
after the destruction of the first Bait 
Hamikdash. 

After the destruction of the first Bait 
Hamikdash and the subsequent exile, a small 
group of Jews remained in Eretz Yisroel. 
Nebuchadnetzar, king of Babylon, appointed 
Gedalia ben Ahikam, a descendant of a 
prominent family of scribes, to govern Judean 
Jewry. Acting as an undercover agent of the 
King of Ammon, Yishmael ben Nesanyah, a 
member of the royal family, killed Gedalia on 
the 3rd of Tishrei. This act marked the 
slaughter of thousands and the end of Jewish 
settlement in Eretz Yisroel. (See Melachim II, 
Chapter 25 and Yirmiyahu, Chapters 40-41.)  

Tzom Gedalia lasts from dawn to nightfall, 
and one may eat breakfast if one arises before 
sunrise for the specific purpose of doing so.  

Tiferes Yisroel Minhagim 
 

EREV ROSH HASHANAH 
• Because we are marbeh b’tachanunim on 

erev R”H, we begin selichos earlier than on 
the other days on which we say selichos. 

• Men should go to the mikveh after chatzos. 
• Hataras Nedarim – the annulment of vows –

should be said before a beis din of three 
men, after shacharis. A man can have his 
wife in mind as well, although a woman can 
do it for herself if she wants to. The beis din 
requirements for hataras nedarim are not as 
strict as usual, e.g., a relative can be a 
member of the beis din. 

SHOFAR AND KITTEL 
• Men wear a kittel during the day on Rosh 

HaShanah. At night, only the shaliach tzibur 
wears a kittel. 

• During the day, the shofar is blown as 
follows: one set before musaf, one set 
during the silent amidah of musaf, one set 
during chazaras ha’shatz, and the last ten 
during the final Kaddish (according to 
nusach sfard). 

• We sing a lot during dovening, to awaken 
our kavanah, and to uplift our dovening. 

ROSH HASHANAH GREETING 
• After maariv on R”H night, we greet each 

other with: “L’shanah tova tikasevu v’sei-
chaseimu l’altar l’chayim tovim ul’shalom, 
basifran shel tzadikim gamurim” (May you 
be inscribed and sealed immediately for a 
good year, for good life, and for peace, in 
the book of the completely righteous). 

Y’HI RATZONS AND SPECIAL FOODS 
• It is a minhag of Bnai Yisroel to eat special 

foods on R”H night, and say the y’hi 
ratzons corresponding to those foods. Refer 
to the R”H machzor. 

• From R”H through Shemini Atzeres, Rabbi 
Goldberger’s minhag is to use honey at the 
table on the chalah, rather than salt. Salt 
may be on the table. During this time, no 
sour or sharp foods are eaten, e.g., no 
horeseradish through Shemini Atzeres.  

• On Simchas Torah we resume the use of salt 
on chalah, and sour or sharp foods can be 
eaten again. 

TASHLICH 
• Many kehillas say tashlich on the first day 

of R”H, after mincha (if the first day of R”H 
is Shabbos, tashlich is said on the second 
day, after mincha). It is Rabbi Goldberger’s 
minhag to say tashlich on the day before 
erev Yom Kippur. This is the day on which 
the pizmon, that is recited responsively 
during selichos, is based on the yud gimel 
midos harachamim (the thirteen attributes of 
HaShem’s mercy). In either case, it is still 
possible, though not preferable, to make 
tashlich as late as Hoshana Rabba. 

• Tashlich begins with “Mi Kel kamocha,” 
and continues with the bakashos that follow. 

2ND DAY 
• Candle lighting is 72 minutes after shkia. 

No preparations for the 2nd day may be 
started until after this time. 

• We doven maariv one hour after shkia. 

SHABBOS / ROSH HASHANAH 
• When Rosh HaShanah, or any Yom Tov, 

falls out on Shabbos, we have the following 
minhagim for the Shabbos / Yom Tov table: 
• Friday night: We sing Shalom Aleichem. 

This is followed by the first part of 
“Ribbon Kol Haolamin,” through 
“Melech Tamim Darko.” This is 
shortened lekavod Yom Tov. Aishes 
Chayil. Besamim. Kiddush. 

• On Shabbos day, simply follow the 
siddur for Shabbos / Yom Tov Kiddush. 

• It is preferable not to sleep on Rosh 
HaShanah afternoon, but the ARIZ”L 
permits it after chatzos.
