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Parsha Potpourri – Selections 
by Oizer Alport 

 Parshas Ha’azinu  

RE’U ATAH KI ANI ANI HU V’EIN ELOHIM IMADI 
(32:39) 

In the middle of discussing Jewish national 
history – the cause and source of its suffering 
at the hands of its enemies as well as 
Hashem’s words of comfort – Moshe 
digressed to proclaim, “See now that I 
(Hashem) am He, and there is no other god 
with Me.” Why does Moshe interrupt his 
discourse to make this declaration specifically 
at this point? Further, why did Moshe 
emphasize that you should see now that I am 
Hashem and there are no other powers besides 
Me, as if to imply that something occurred 
which clarified this point? 

The Vilna Gaon offers a brilliant and 
remarkable explanation of our verse. The 
mystical work Megaleh Amukos writes that 
there are 955 ascending levels in the Heavens. 
Although the majority of them contain various 
types of celestial angels, the upper 55 levels 
are empty of anything but Hashem’s Divine 
Glory. This is hinted to by the verse (10:14) 
hein l’Hashem Elokecha – they (the Heavens 
and the earth) belong to Hashem your G-d. 
The numerical value of the word hein is 55, 
alluding to the fact that although the entire 
Creation belongs to Hashem, the upper 55 
levels of the Heavens are exclusively His. 

With every successive verse of the book of 
Devorim which Moshe taught, his soul 
ascended to the next level of the Heavens, 
concluding with the 955th verse, through 
which Moshe merited to reach the uppermost 
heights possible and from which there was 
nowhere further to ascend. As Moshe spoke 
each verse and ascended through the levels, 
he encountered loftier celestial beings, yet 
there was nary a level which was completely 
devoid of them. 

Our verse is the 901st verse in the book of 
Devorim. As Moshe prepared to say it, he 
looked around at the celestial level which he 
had just reached and noticed that for the first 
time in his spiritual ascent, he had reached a 
place completely devoid of any being other 
than Hashem’s Divine Presence. He couldn’t 
help but exclaim and note that although it 
hadn’t been visibly apparent in the lower 
levels, now – from his new spiritual vantage 
point – it was quite clear to see that Hashem is 
One, and there are indeed no other powers 
with Him! 

SHUVA YISROEL AD HASHEM ELOKECHA KI 
KASHALTA B’AVONECHA (HAFTORAH – 

HOSHEA 14:3) 
The Gemora (Rosh Hashana 16b) teaches 

that three books are opened on Rosh Hashana: 

one for the completely righteous, one for the 
totally wicked, and one for those in the 
middle. Those who are found to be totally 
righteous are immediately written and sealed 
for life. Those who are completely evil are 
immediately written and sealed for death. The 
judgment of those in the middle is suspended 
until Yom Kippur, at which point they are 
written for life if they are found meritorious 
and for death if they are not.  

The Rambam (Hilchos Teshuvah 3:3) 
emends the last section of the Gemora and 
writes that if a person repents his actions 
before Yom Kippur he will be sealed for life, 
and if he doesn’t do so, he will be sealed for 
death. Why does the Rambam specifically 
require the person to do the mitzvah of 
teshuvah to tip the scales in his favor as 
opposed to performing any other mitzvah 
which could similarly accrue a sufficient 
merit to tip the scales?  

The Navi Yeshaya (55:6) exhorts us to seek 
out Hashem when He may be found and to 
call to Him when He is near to us. The 
Gemora in Yevamos (49b) understands this 
verse as referring to the 10-day period from 
Rosh Hashana until Yom Kippur. In light of 
this, Rav Yitzchok Blazer explains that 
although the observance of a mitzvah indeed 
generates an additional merit, the failure to 
take advantage of this unique opportunity to 
draw close to Hashem is so great that it 
outweighs any mitzvah we could possibly do. 
As the Rambam writes, this leaves us no 
choice but to properly repent our ways, and in 
that merit we will be inscribed for a year of 
blessing, health and happiness!

Torah MiTzion

Yom Kippur 
“Rabbi Eliezer ben Ya’akov says, ‘He who 

fulfills a mitzvah gains for himself an 
advocate and he who commits a transgression 
gains for himself an accuser’“ (Avos 4:11).  

The Kabbalists taught (see Tomer Devorah, 
by Rabbi Moshe Kordovero, Chapter 1, part 
2) that one who has sinned, G-d forbid, 
creates an evil being whose very existence is 
an abomination before Hashem. This being 
was created against its will and had absolutely 
no benefit from the sin, which may have 
brought some temporary enjoyment to the 
transgressor. Therefore, it is angry at the one 
who brought it into existence; an existence 
which is contrary to Hashem’s will. 
Consequently, this being wishes to cease to 
exist. But how can that happen?  

After going on to the World-to-Come, 
when the sinner suffers for his sins in 
Gehinom (Purgatory) his misdeeds are 

forgiven and then the beings connected with 
them also dissipate. However, these beings do 
not want to wait that long and crave to 
quicken the process.  

It is written, “Evil pursues sinners” 
(Mishlei 13:21) and “Evil shall slay the 
wicked” (Tehillim 34:22). The reason it does 
so is because by inflicting pain upon the 
sinner the sin is forgiven and the evil born 
from that sin may cease to exist. This is the 
mystical meaning behind the passage “They 
surround me like bees; they are quenched like 
a fire of thorns” (Ibid. 118:12). Just as a bee 
bites his victim and then dies, so the being 
created from sin inflicts pain upon its creator 
and becomes extinct.  

Reb Eli Lopian ztvk”l interpreted the 
passage, “Save me from my persecutors, for 
they are stronger than I” (Ibid. 142:7) as 
follows: “Where did they get their strength 
from? – from me! It was my sins which 
afforded them the power to destroy me.” (The 
Hebrew word “mimeni” can be translated as 
“than I” or as “from me”.)  

We go through life suffering all types of 
discomfort, physical and emotional, and we 
look for whom to blame for our troubles. We 
point our accusing finger at many different 
targets. But we fail to realize that the only 
ones who cause our problems are we 
ourselves. Everyone and everything else are 
merely the emissaries sent to punish us for the 
errors of our ways.  

What is the solution? How can we escape 
our pursuers – the ones which we ourselves 
created?  

“Rabbi Yochanan said, ‘Great is teshuvah 
(repentance) that it shreds a person’s 
judgment’“ (Rosh Hashanah 17b). Hashem, in 
His infinite Mercy, provided a system through 
which we can rid ourselves of our sins, and, 
consequently, of all of our pursuers, at the 
same time. When a person honestly regrets his 
mistakes, confesses them before the 
Almighty, and resolves never to repeat them, 
Hashem forgives his iniquities. And rather 
than rely on us to remember to repent every 
time we sin, He gave us one day a year to 
focus on all of our wrongdoings throughout 
the year and correct them. How great a 
present is Yom Kippur, and how happy we 
should be on that holiest day of the year.  

I once heard a Gadol (a great Rabbi) 
expound on the enormous simchah (joy) 
which should accompany teshuvah. He ex-
plained that, being a positive commandment, 
like the mitzvah of eating matzah and taking a 
lulav and esrog, it is supposed to be per-
formed with joy, like all of the positive com-
mandments. But even more so, he said, since 
it contains within it the correction of all of the 
mitzvahs of the Torah, consequently it must 
also contain within it the joy of all of them.  

I once heard, too, that a Chassidic Rebbe 
said that people think that we refrain from 
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eating on Tish’ah B’Av and Yom Kippur 
merely because it is forbidden. Although that 
is surely true, still, he said, our attitude should 
be totally different: On Tish’ah B’Av, when 
we mourn the destruction of the Holy Temple 
and Jerusalem, we are so sad that who can eat; 
on Yom Kippur, the day of atonement for our 
sins, we are so jubilant that who has to eat?  

Reb Ely Lopian ztvk”l would say that if a 
person is privileged to live until the eve of 
Yom Kippur, and to say the Shehecheyanu 
prayer after Kol Nidrei, he should recite it 
with immense joy. How lucky is the one who 
receives this heavenly gift which can spare 
him or her unnecessary pain in this world and 
the World-to-Come.  

May we all repent properly and merit 
forgiveness for all of our sins. And may we all 
be inscribed and sealed in the Book of Life 
and merit a gemar chasimah tovah, together 
with all of our Jewish brothers and sisters 
around the world, amen.

Tiferes Yisroel Minhagim 

SPECIAL FOODS 
• From R”H through Shemini Atzeres, Rabbi 

Goldberger’s minhag is to use honey at the 
table on the chalah, rather than salt. Salt 
may be on the table. During this time, no 
sour or sharp foods are eaten, e.g., no 
horeseradish through Shemini Atzeres.  

• On Simchas Torah we resume the use of salt 
on chalah, and sour or sharp foods can be 
eaten again. 

TASHLICH 
• It is Rabbi Goldberger’s minhag to say 

Tashlich on the day before erev Yom 
Kippur. This is the day on which the 
pizmon, that is recited responsively during 
selichos, is based on the yud gimel midos 
harachamim (the thirteen attributes of 
HaShem’s mercy). It is still possible, though 
not preferable, to make Tashlich as late as 
Hoshana Rabba. 

• Tashlich begins with “Mi Kel Kamocha,” 
and continues with the bakashos that follow. 

EREV YOM KIPPUR 
• It is a mitzva to eat and drink erev Y”K. 

Rabbi Goldberger’s minhag is to have a 
fleishig seudah in the morning before 
chatzos. The pizmon from the erev Y”K 
selichos, “Machar Yihyeh Haos Hazeh,” is 
said at this seudah. 

• The seuda hamafsekes is after mincha. 
Kreplach are eaten at this seudah. 

• Mikveh is a chiyuv for men. 
• Mikveh for women – It is a long-standing 

minhag (esp. among Chasidim) for women 
and girls under Bas Mitzvah, to go to the 

mikveh erev Y”K (girls over Bas Mitzvah 
should not go to the mikveh until after they 
are married). This immersion does not 
remove the status of nidda. It is for spiritual 
purity. (The women’s mikveh in Baltimore 
is open for a short period of time erev Y”K 
morning for this purpose. Call the mikveh 
for information.) 

• During or following the seudah hamafsekes, 
the father bentsches the children with the 
special erev Y”K bracha that is found in the 
Y”K machzor. 

• A Ner Neshama is lit. One per family is suf-
ficient. This is in addition to any yahrtzeit 
candles the family may be lighting. 

KAPPAROS: CHICKEN OR MONEY 
• If using a chicken, it should be waved over 

each family member’s head in their 
presence. Give tzedaka – $5/person. If using 
money, use coins, not paper money, waving 
the coins over each person’s head. Give the 
money to tzdakah; $5/person. 

YOM KIPPUR GREETING 
• After Rosh HaShanah, and through Yom 

Kippur, we greet each other with “G’mar 
chasima tova” (which has the general 
meaning of: May you be conclusively 
sealed for the good). 

• Men wear a kittel and tallis all through 
Y”K. 

• Following havdalah on motzei Y”K, there is 
a special Hamavdil recited, as printed in the 
machzor. 

• Kiddush L’vanah is recited after maariv on 
motzei Y”K. 

• There is an inyan to begin a little bit of 
work on the Sukkah on motzei Y”K. 

 
Halachot for Yom Kippur – 

Selections 
by Rabbi Dovid Horwitz 

(director of the Raanana Community Kollel, 
www.raananakollel.org) 

KAPAROT 
1. During the days that precede Yom 

Kippur, there is an Ashkenazi custom to 
perform kaparot. This is done by taking a live 
chicken and swinging it three times around 
one’s head. During this time, the penitent 
declares that the chicken should go to its 
death instead of the sinner.  

2. The idea that one can offer an animal as 
an exchange for his life is reminiscent of the 
sin offering that was offered by a sinner in the 
Beit Hamikdash. 

3. After making the exchange, the chicken 
is given to a shochet to slaughter, whereupon 
the chicken is given to the poor as charity. By 
doing so, the penitent is being awarded a 
double merit. Firstly, the person is offering 
the Attribute of Justice a life in place of his 
own, and secondly, he or she receives 

protection befitting one who gives charity. 
4. Alternatively, some have the custom to 

do kaparot with money. They swing the 
money over their heads, declaring that the 
money will go to charity and in that merit they 
should be granted a good year. 

EREV YOM KIPPUR 
1. It is a mitzvah to eat on Erev Yom 

Kippur during the day in order to prepare for 
the fast. The Talmud tells us that eating on 
Erev Yom Kippur is tantamount to fasting and 
therefore one who eats properly on Erev Yom 
Kippur and fasts on Yom Kippur will be 
rewarded as if he fasted for two consecutive 
days.  

2. As Yom Kippur does not atone for the 
sins committed between people, one should 
ask forgiveness from every person that he or 
she may have wronged during the year prior 
to Yom Kippur. This is especially true of 
one’s family members whom one may have 
wronged. 

FIVE AFFLICTIONS OF YOM KIPPUR 
In addition to the prohibition of work, Yom 

Kippur places upon us five additional 
restrictions in order to help us achieve a 
higher degree of sanctity on this special day. 
The five prohibitions are eating and drinking; 
bathing; anointing; wearing leather shoes and 
marital relations. 

MOTZA’EI YOM KIPPUR 
1. Havdalah on Motza’ei Yom Kippur 

differs slightly from the normal Havdalah we 
recite after Shabbat. Although we do not use 
spices, besamim, after Yom Kippur, we do 
use a candle to recite the blessing of Borei 
Me’orei Ha’aish. 

2. The reason for making a brachah on fire 
at the conclusion of Yom Kippur is 
completely different from that of Havdalah 
after Shabbat. At the close of Shabbat, we 
make a brachah on fire to commemorate its 
creation, which took place at this time. 

3. On Motza’ei Yom Kippur, the reason for 
making a brachah on fire is to express that the 
use of fire, which was forbidden during Yom 
Kippur, has now become permissible.  

4. In order to accentuate this point, we only 
recite this brachah on a fire that  remained lit 
for the duration of Yom Kippur. Therefore, it 
is insufficient to light a fire after Yom Kippur 
to use for Havdalah. 

5. For this reason, one should light a candle 
that has enough oil or wax to last until the 
conclusion of Yom Kippur, and designate it as 
his special “Havdalah light”. Because we 
make Havdalah on a flame that is comprised 
of two wicks, one should light another candle 
from his special “Havdalah light” and hold the 
two together. 

6. If a person only has a Yohrtziet candle 
that was lit for Yizkor, he can hold another 
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candle together with it and say Havdalah since 
that candle also rested during Yom Kippur. 

7. If the gas stove remained lit from before 
Yom Kippur, one can light two candles from 
the gas flame and use them to make Havdalah 
since the flame originated from a source that 
remained lit the whole of Yom Kippur. 

8. If a person has no source of fire that had 
remained lit during Yom Kippur, the Mishnah 
Berurah rules that a brachah may not be said. 
Under such circumstances, Havdalah should 
be recited without the flame. 

9. One should break the fast over a festive 
meal, rejoicing in the hopes that Hashem has 
cleansed our souls of sin.
