Torah Insights on the Weekly 

Parsha  
by Efraim Levine

Never again has there arisen in Yisroel a 
prophet like Moshe whom Hashem had 
known face to face. (Devarim 34:10) 

Beginning with this posuk the torah begins 
its closing remarks. We may ask: What 
significance lay in the greatness of Moshe that 
the Torah chose to close with a three-posuk 
description of his greatness. More specifi-
cally, why does the Torah need to tell us that 
there will never arise another like Moshe?  

LetÕs answer this question by combining 
two points. First, we must understand that the 
Torah was given to Moshe in the form of a 
nevuah, i.e., vision. The nevuah of Moshe was 
unique in that it was unparalleled in terms of 
clarity. The Gemara states all the prophets 
received a ÒcloudyÓ nevuah, not so Moshe 
and Bilam who received a clear nevuah. The 
second point is the law that a beis din may not 
uproot the decrees or laws of another beis din 
unless it is greater in wisdom and number 
(Megilah 2a). 

Putting the two points together we may 
explain as follows: Since the torah was give 
as a nevuah, albeit a clear one, it was still 
subject to the interpretation of a human being, 
i.e., Moshe. Now, if there were to rise up at a 
later time a prophet that was greater than 
Moshe then the Torah would fit within the 
framework of the rule that a later beis din that 
is greater in wisdom and number may uproot 
the laws and decrees of their predecessors. 
This later prophet or beis din would then have 
the ability to change and even nullify the laws 
of Moshe. The Torah would thus be subject to 
change and nullification and could not be 
classified as eternal. In order to dispel such a 
notion the Torah dedicates its concluding 
remarks to emphasize that there will never 
rise up another individual as great as Moshe. 
Thus, the torah will never fall within the law 
of a later beis din that is greater in wisdom or 
number.  

To summarize, the significance of conclud-
ing with the greatness of  Moshe is to teach us 
that the Torah is eternal. 

With this idea we may gain new insight 
into a popular song that is sung on Simchas 
Torah. We sing ÒMoshe emes vÕtoraso emes.Ó 
Translated: Moshe is true and his Torah is 
true. We may ask: What connection is there 
between Moshe being true and his Torah 
being true? 

First, let us note the source of this song. 
The Gemara (Bava Basra 74a) tells of a story 
where a certain Arab showed Rabba bar bar 
Chana the site where Korach and his 
followers were swallowed. Upon witnessing 
the site they heard from within the ground 

Korach cry, ÒMoshe and his torah are true and 
we are liars.Ó We may ask here the same 
question as above. Why was Korach crying 
about the Torah of Moshe? We only find 
Korach rebelling against the leadership of 
Moshe not his Torah.  

Let us answer these questions by first 
defining Òtruth.Ó Truth is something that 
survives the test of time. It is something that 
remains ÒtrueÓ forever and is never subject to 
change. Something that changes over the 
course of time cannot be classified as true. 
Truth, for our purposes is a synonym of 
eternal. 

Next, let us analyze the rebellion of Ko-
rach. Korach complained that it was not prop-
er for Moshe to singlehandedly lead the Na-
tion. Korach claimed, contrary to our posuk 
that there are others that are just as great, if 
not even greater, than Moshe. He demanded 
that Moshe share his leadership with others. 
At first glance it seems that KorachÕs conten-
tion was over honor. However, in truth, Ko-
rach was challenging the eternal nature of the 
torah. For if it was true that there are others 
that are greater than Moshe, then a later beis 
din or prophet that is greater than Moshe may 
uproot or change the mitzvos of the Torah. 

KorachÕs punishment was to admit that 
Moshe is true, i.e., was and will remain the 
greatest prophet that will ever be, and thus the 
Torah that was given through him is true, i.e., 
eternal.  

On Simchas Torah we celebrate the eternal 
nature of the torah. As we have seen, this is 
dependent on our belief that there will never 
be an individual as great as Moshe. Moshe is 
thus part and parcel of the Yom Tov. We 
therefore celebrate ÒMoshe is true and his 
Torah is true.Ó 

Sedrah Selections Ð Selections

HAFTORAH FOR SHMINI ATZERES  

The Haftorah for Shmini Atzeres for chutz 
loÕoretz is the dedication ceremonies at the 
completion of King ShlomoÕs building the 
Beis Hamikdosh. The festivities extended into 
Sukos and on Shmini Atzeres King Shlomo 
sent the people home (MÕlochim 1:8:66). This 
last point seems to be the only connection 
between the subject matter of the Haftorah 
and Shmini Atzeres. Since all King Shlomo 
did was to send the people home, what real 
concept of Shmini Atzeres is being presented? 
Rabbi Moshe Feinstein ztÓl answers that the 
verse says that King Shlomo sent them home 
in high spirits. This is the point being made, 
that the holiday should not come to an abrupt 
stop when it ends, but rather that the people 
should take with them the spiritual and emo-
tion high which they reached during the Yom 
Tov. This is a fulfillment of ÒIsru chag 
baavosimÓ (TÕhilim 118:27).  

The gemara Shabbos 30a and MoÕeid 
Koton 9a says on the words of our Haftorah 
(1:8:66), ÒVaÕyeilchu lÕohoÕleihem,Ó that the 
people returned to their homes to find their 
wives in a state of marital purity, Òsmeichim,Ó 
that they rejoiced from having enjoyed feeling 
the shine of HashemÕs presence, ÒvÕtovei 
leiv,Ó that each wife became pregnant and 
gave birth to a boy. How is this last point 
derived? The Shaalos UÕtshuvos Beis Efrayim 
written by Rabbi Efrayim Zalman Margolios 
of Brod, chelek Orach Chaim in the preface 
page 4, writes in the name of Rabbi Naftoli 
ben Rabbi Levi of Brod that this is derived 
from the words ÒvÕTOVEI leivÓ being 
expressed in the plural form. The gemara 
Brochos 59b says that upon the birth of a son 
a man makes the blessing Òhatov 
vÕhaÕmeitiv.Ó ÒHatovÓ is for the good which 
he has received, a new son, and ÒhaÕmeitivÓ is 
for the good his wife has received, the same 
new son. We see that the birth of a son is 
goodness for both the father and mother, and 
they are together TOVEI leiv.  

SOSSON AND SIMCHOH  

We sing a prayer before the Amidoh of 
Mussof of Simchas Torah which begins with 
the words ÒSissu vÕsimchu bÕSimchas Torah.Ó  

What is the nuance of difference between 
the two synonymous words SOSSON and 
SIMCHOH? Rabbi Zvi Yechezkel Michelson, 
the Rov of Plonsk and then Warsaw, said in 
the name of the GRÓA that SIMCHOH refers 
to the happiness that one experiences at the 
outset of an endeavour which he expects will 
be successful and bring him much happiness. 
SOSSON is the happiness that one experi-
ences upon the successful completion of a 
matter which brings happiness. A proof 
brought for this is the expression in our 
prayers (Keil Odone), ÒSmeichim bÕtzeisom 
vÕsossim bÕvoÕom.Ó They (the celestial 
bodies) are happy when they go out (from the 
east) to do their dayÕs work, and rejoice when 
they come to its completion (when they set in 
the west). Another proof can be brought from 
the verse in Iyov 3:22, ÒHasmeichim ellei gil 
yosissu ki yimtzÕu kover.Ó According to this, 
how do we understand the words ÒSissu 
vÕsimchu bÕSimchas Torah?Ó Are we happy 
with the completion before we begin? Rabbi 
Zvi Yechezkel answers that since this prayer 
is sung after the reading of the Torah, and we 
have just completed Dvorim and begun Brei-
shis, indeed we are happy with the completion 
and rejoice with the new beginning.  

Indeed, the Sfas Emes says that the greatest 
joy of Simchas Torah is that although we have 
gone through a complete cycle of reading the 
Torah and have fallen short of its proper 
fulfillment, nevertheless, Hashem gives us 
another chance to begin anew.  

What remains to be answered is the 
blessing for choson and kalloh, ÒAsher boro

sosson vÕsimchoh choson vÕchalloh.Ó Perhaps 
this refers to the completion of their stage of 
life as a single person, and embarking upon 
the next stage of marriage.  

There are other explanations as to the 
difference between SOSSON and SIMCHOH. 
The Bnei YisosÕchor in drush lÕSukos #22 
says that SOSSON is the happiness of 
anticipation, while SIMCHOH is the rejoicing 
from that which was actualized. (Seemingly 
similar to the GRÓA.)  

Another difference is that SOSSON is 
happiness that is built up bit by bit, while 
SIMCHOH is sudden happiness, as we find 
ÒSmach zÕvulun bÕtzeiÕsechoÓ (Dvorim 
33:18), which is interpreted as ZÕvulun will 
rejoice when he leaves this world and 
suddenly receives the reward for the Torah 
learned by Yisochor, whom he supported.  

See the gemara Sukoh 48b which recounts 
a most mystifying dialogue between two 
people named SOSSON and SIMCHOH.  

PARSHAS VÕZOSE HABROCHOH  

Ch. 33, v. 12: ÒAsher ossoh Moshe lÕeinei 
kol Yisroel.Ó By proof of a cross-reference 
from our word ÒLÕEINEIÓ to the term 
ÒvaÕashabreim LÓEINEIchemÓ (Dvorim 
9:17), Rashi says that this refers to MosheÕs 
shattering the tablets which contained the Ten 
Commandments. Considering all the awesome 
accomplishments of Moshe that this verse and 
the previous verse list, why does the Torah 
deliver as the grand finale MosheÕs shattering 
the tablets? I heard from MVHRHÓG Rabbi 
Yaakov Kamenecki ztÓl that although the 
other matters listed are great accomplish-
ments, they only indicate the greatness of Mo-
she in regard to furthering the spiritual 
elevation and enhancement of the bnei 
Yisroel. However, these acts do not reflect on 
his own character refinement, as he has 
habitually become accustomed to Òmesiras 
nefeshÓ for the betterment of the bnei Yisroel. 
However, when he was challenged to break 
the tablets when the situation called for it, 
embodying in this act a lessening of the bnei 
YisroelÕs spiritual contact with Hashem, the 
opposite of that for which he had always 
striven, and successfully did that which was 
proper to do under the circumstances, this 
showed the great level of Moshe, to do 
HashemÕs will even when contrary to his 
whole lifeÕs activities, pursuits, and being. 
There is a similarity between this and the 
greatest test that Avrohom, the most merciful 
person, endured when called upon to slaughter 
his son Yitzchok.  

CHAZAK CHAZAK V ÕNISÕCHAÕZEIK 

TY Minhagim  

SUKKOS 

• It is a mitzvah to eat and sleep in the 
Sukkah. 

• Not to wear tefillin during Chol HaMoed. 
• Wear Shabbos / Yom Tov clothing during 

Chol HaMoed. 
• Binding the lulav: Most kehillos hold the 

lulav with three haddasim to the right of the 
spine, and two aravos to its left, according 
to the Shulchan Aruch. Rabbi Goldberger 
binds his lulav differently, according to the 
minhag of the ARIZAL. 

• Waving the lulav: the lulav is waved as 
follows, according to Nusach Sfard,  follow-
ing the minhag of the ARIZAL:  
• While facing east ... right, left, forward, 

up, down, back. Wave in each direction 
three times, each time returning the lulav 
to your heart and standing facing for-
ward. We turn completely around for the 
back waving, and never point the lulav 
down for the down waving; stoop 
instead. 

• Waving during Hallel: four times total Ð 
once during the first Hodu laHashem, 
twice during Ana Hashem, and once 
during the last Hodu laHashem. 

• For the Hodu waving: one direction for 
each word. Do not wave the lulav when 
reciting the word ÒHashemÓ; e.g., right, 
while saying ÒHodu,Ó then stand still for 
ÒHashem,Ó then continue for each word 
in each respective direction. 

• For the Ana waving: two directions for 
each word. Do not wave the lulav when 
reciting the word ÒHashemÓ; e.g., right 
and left while saying ÒAna,Ó then stand 
still for ÒHashem,Ó forward and up while 
saying ÒHoshiah,Ó down and back while 
saying ÒNa.Ó 

HOSHANAH RABBAH  

• Some have the minhag to stay up and learn 
Torah HÓR night. 

• There is also a minhag to read Mishneh 
Torah (the entire book of Devarim) from a 
sefer Torah on HÓR night. 

• The rings are removed from the lulav before 
Hallel. 

• We hold the lulav and esrog for the first 
seven hoshanah hakafos, and the tachanu-
nim that follow, until Òtaaneh emunim.Ó At 
Òtaaneh emunim,Ó we put down the lulav 
and esrog and pick up the bundle of five 
hoshanahs (aravos). 

• Upon completion of the tachanunim, the 
hoshanahs are beaten on the floor exactly 
five times. 

• There is a fleishig morning seuda where 
kreplach are eaten. Rabbi GoldbergerÕs 
minhag is to recite the first paragraph of 
Aleinu forward and backward seven times: 
e.g., word by word forward, then word by 
word backward ... seven  times. 

SHEMINI ATZERES 

• Following maariv on Shemini Atzeres night, 
we have seven short hakafos, while dancing 

with the Torah. The Rabbi dances the 
beginning of the first hakafa alone. 

• It is our minhag to eat in the Sukkah, but 
you should not sleep in the Sukkah. 

• Do not say the bracha Òleyshev basukkah.Ó 
• Farewell to the Sukkah after minchah. The 

Rabbi leads nigunim in the shul sukkah 
every year at this time. 

SIMCHAS TORAH 

• No longer use the Sukkah. 
• Hakafos at maariv and shacharis, with the 

Torahs. 
• The Rabbi dances the beginning of the first 

hakafa alone, both maariv and schacharis. 
• At our shul, the hakafos continue well into 

the afternoon, followed by musaf and 
mincha. This is followed by a joyous 
Simchas TorahÓT meal, either at home or 
collectively in shul. 

• SÓT is the yahrzeit of our RabbiÕs Rebbe, 
Moreinu Harav Shloime Twerski, Zecher 
Tzadik Livracha, who passed away in 5742 
on this day. Zechuso yagaen alenu vÕal kol 
Yisroel.
