Dovid HaMelech writes in Tehillim (119: 
160) rosh d’var’cha emes – Your very first 
utterance is truth. The Baal HaTurim points 
out that the final letters of the first three words 
in the Torah spell the word emes – truth – 
hinting to the fundamental importance of the 
value of truth in Hashem’s eyes. Indeed, the 
Gemora in Yoma (69b) states that Hashem’s 
“seal” is emes. Further, the final letters of the 
last verse describing the creation (2:3) also 
spell the word emes, alluding to the fact that 
the universe was created with Hashem’s attri-
bute of truth from beginning to end. Rabbeinu 
Bechaye points out that the first verse in the 
Torah contains every vowel sound except for 
one. The shuruk is missing from this verse. 
He explains that this is because the letters 
which spell the word shuruk can also be rear-
ranged to spell the word sheker – falsehood – 
and because Hashem created the world to be a 
place of truth, there was no room for a shuruk 
in describing the beginning of the Creation! It 
is not only the Written Torah which is em-
blazoned with Hashem’s seal of truth, but the 
Oral Torah as well. The Aseres HaDibros be-
gin with the letter aleph (anochi), the Mishnah 
begins with the letter mem (me’eimasai), and 
the Gemora starts with the letter tof (tanna), 
again spelling the word emes! The Vilna 
Gaon notes that it is not only the Torah itself 
which is encoded with Hashem’s seal, but 
even the great commentaries upon it are 
embossed with this powerful commitment to 
the truth. The Torah forbids (Vayikra 11:42) 
the consumption of all creeping creatures 
which slither on their bellies (gachon). Inte-
restingly, Rashi renders the word “belly” as 
“innards” – me’ayim – which would seem to 
be anatomically imprecise, as beten would 
seem to be a more accurate translation. Fur-
ther, the word gachon appears much earlier in 
the Torah (Bereishis 3:14), in reference to the 
punishment of the serpent which tempted 
Chava, yet Rashi felt no need to explain the 
meaning of the word until its appearance in 
Parshas Shemini. The Vilna Gaon beautifully 
explains that the Gemora in Kiddushin (30a) 
states the letter vov in the word gachon is the 
middle letter in the entire Torah. Rashi begins 
his commentary on the Torah with the letter 
aleph (amar Rav Yitzchok) and ends with the 
letter tof (asher shibarta). Rashi didn’t feel the 
need to explain the word gachon, or else he 
would have done so where it initially 
appeared. However, because this is the middle 
of the Torah, and therefore of his comment-
ary, he wished to render it as a word 
beginning with the letter mem in order to hint 
that the entire Torah, along with his Divinely-
inspired commentary, is emes – true – from 
the start to the middle to the very end! 

Depth of Death 
(from shortvort.com) 

After Adam HaRishon ate from the forbid-
den fruit, he was now susceptable to death. 
Before this, he had the potential to live for-
ever but now his lifetime would span a certain 
number of years. The Ramchal in Derech Ha-
Shem explains what this means. He says that 
before the sin, the soul was so powerful that it 
could fully purify the physical body if used 
properly. But after the sin, the soul became 
less spiritually potent and we became more in 
touch with our bodies than our souls, and so 
the souls could no longer uplift the body fully. 
Therefore, HaShem had a realm created 
whereby body and soul were separated so that 
they could go through a “wash” and be puri-
fied. This realm is what happens after death; 
when body and soul separate. Therefore, it 
was not only that death was created because 
of the sin, but the need for death was created. 
And what we can take out of this is the depth 
of Torah!  

Breishit: Letters of Creation  
(from ravkook.torah.org) 

The Midrash relates how the first letter of 
the Torah was selected. Before the world was 
created, the letters of the alphabet presented 
themselves before God. The letter Aleph then 
announced: I should be used to create the 
world, since I am the first letter in the 
alphabet. But God replied: No, I will create 
the world with the letter Bet, because it is the 
first letter of the word brachah (blessing). If 
only My world will be for a blessing!  

For this reason, the account of the world's 
creation begins with the letter Bet – Breishit. 
The Aleph, as the first letter in the alphabet, 
was given a different honor: it was selected to 
begin the Ten Commandments – Anochi.  

Nice story – but what does it matter which 
letters were used to start Genesis and the Ten 
Commandments?  

TWO TYPES OF LIGHT  
A major textual difficulty in the account of 

Creation concerns the creation of light. God 
created light on the first day, but the sun and 
the stars were only formed on the fourth day. 
So what kind of light was created on day one?  

According to the Sages, the light of the first 
day was no ordinary light. It was a very ele-
vated light – so elevated that God decided that 
it was too pure for this world. He hid this spe-
cial light away for the righteous in the future. 
Where did God conceal it? In the Torah.  

The Torah, the Sages taught, preceded the 
world and its physical limitations. The pristine 
light of the first day also belongs to this initial 
stage of creation, transcending all limitations 
of time and place.  

Unlike the elevated light of the first day, 
regular light is produced by the heavenly 

bodies that were created on the fourth day. 
Our awareness of the passing of time, of days 
and seasons and years, comes from the 
world’s movement and rotation. The sun and 
the stars, God announced, “will be for signs 
and festivals, days and years” [Gen. 1:14]. 
Our concept of time belongs to the limits of 
the created universe; it is the product of 
movement and change, a result of the world’s 
temporal nature.  

This second type of light corresponds to a 
lower holiness that penetrates and fills the 
world. In the language of the Zohar, the 
higher, transcendent light ‘surrounds all the 
worlds’ (“soveiv kol almin”), while the lower, 
immanent light descends and ‘penetrates all of 
the created worlds’ (“memalei kol almin”).  

Now we may understand why the Midrash 
states that God created the universe with the 
letter Bet. Bet, the second letter, indicates that 
our world is based on two forms of infinite 
light: an elevated, timeless light, and a lower 
light subject to the limitations of time and 
place. These two forms of light are the 
blessing that God bestowed to the world.  

SANCTIFYING THE SABBATH  
This dual holiness is apparent in the 

seventh day of creation – “The heavens and 
the earth and all of their components were 
finished and He rested on the seventh day” 
[Gen. 2:1-2]. The holiness of the Sabbath is 
keviyah vekayama, set and eternal, inde-
pendent of our actions. And yet, we are 
commanded to sanctify it – “Remember the 
Sabbath day to make it holy” [Ex. 20:8]. How 
can we sanctify that which is already holy?  

The essential holiness of the Sabbath is 
eternal, transcending time; but it has the 
power to sanctify time. By reciting kiddush, 
we give the Sabbath an additional holiness – 
the lower, time-bound holiness. Therefore it is 
written that the Jewish people are blessed with 
a neshamah yeteirah, an extra soul, on the 
Sabbath. The first neshamah is the regular 
soul of the rest of the week, the soul that rules 
over the body. This soul is bound by the 
framework of time, just as the body that it 
governs is temporal and impermanent. On the 
Sabbath, however, an additional neshamah is 
revealed – a soul that transcends time, the soul 
of Israel that is rooted in the highest spiritual 
realms.  

Our recitation of kiddush on Shabbat 
commemorates two historic events: creation 
of the world, and the Exodus. Creation is the 
aspect of holiness that transcends time, a 
holiness that is still only potential. The 
Exodus is the aspect of holiness within time, a 
holiness that was realized.  

BET AND ALEPH  
Thus the Bet of Breishit is a double 

blessing: of potential and realized holiness, of 
timeless and time-bound light.  
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And what about the Aleph? The Torah’s 
revelation at Sinai came to repair the sin of 
eating from the Tree of Knowledge. “I created 
the evil impulse and I created the Torah as a 
remedy for it” [Kiddushin 30]. The Torah 
reveals the transcendent light of the first day 
of Creation, the light of timeless holiness. 
Therefore, the first letter of the Ten 
Commandments, the beginning of the Torah’s 
revelation, is an Aleph – “Anochi Hashem 
Elokecha,” “I am the Eternal your God.” Like 
the Aleph, representing the number one, the 
Torah contains the infinite light of day one, 
the boundless light that God saved for the 
righteous.

Focus on Shabbos 
 

Daf Hashavua

PARSHAS BEREISHIS  
“And Hashem completed on the seventh 

day His work which he did ...” (Bereishis 2:2)  
Shabbos is commonly known as the sign 

that HaShem created the entire universe 
during the first six days and rested on the 
seventh. Through our observing the Shabbos, 
we are testifying that HaShem created all. 
One might ask why the day of rest is chosen 
to commemorate the creation and not rather a 
day of creation itself. How does a day with an 
absence of creation testify to creation?  

Rashi brings a Midrash which states that 
there actually was creation on the Shabbos 
day – the creation of “menucha” (rest). There-
fore, perhaps the Shabbos is no less than any 
other day of creation. Yet, this Midrash 
requires understanding. How can “menucha” 
be considered a creation? It seems rather but 
the absence of work.  

The Bais HaLevi explains that it is 
incorrect to interpret the concept of HaShem’s 
resting on the Shabbos literally. We say in our 
davening each morning: “One who creates 
anew each day the work of the beginning.” 
Even after HaShem first created the world, it 
is unable to continue to exist without a 
constant creation commanded by Him. The 
very wonders of the first creation never cease 
to be performed by HaShem. If so, how is it 
possible to understand that HaShem rested on 
Shabbos. If He rested from creation, how 
could the world exist?  

Therefore, the Bais HaLevi explains, there 
must be a different meaning of “rest” when 
used in reference to HaShem. “Work” refers 
to the original days of the creation during 

which things appeared for the very first time. 
“Rest” also means creation, a creation of 
things which already existed. During the first 
six days Hashem “worked,” creating a new 
world. One Shabbos He “rested,” ceasing 
from creating new, but rather constantly 
repeating the original creation. this is the 
meaning of the Midrash, that on the seventh 
day “menucha” was created. “Menucha” is 
not the absence of work, but rather a different 
form of creation, a second creation.  

When we commemorate the creation 
through our observance of Shabbos, we are 
not so much commemorating the six days of 
creation, but rather the creation which trans-
pired on Shabbos, the never ceasing creation 
being performed by HaShem. This form of 
creation is in a sense more meaningful to us as 
we are testifying that the entire universe at 
this present moment is being created anew by 
HaShem, and that “nature” is but the constant 
manifestation of HaShem's creation.  

Chazal teach us that one who celebrates 
and enjoys the Shabbos day will be rewarded 
with a boundless share. The Bais HaLevi 
explains that in his association with the 
concept of Shabbos, he is showing that 
“nature” does not exist, all is but the constant 
performance of the creation by HaShem. 
Therefore, his reward will not be confined by 
the “laws of nature,” and will merit a limitless 
share.
