Rabbi Menachem Goldberger 
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Hadrash Ve-Haiyun Dor Revi’i 
Torah Insights on the Weekly 

Parsha

And the ark came to rest in the seventh 
month, on the seventeenth day of the month 
upon the mountains of Ararat. The waters 
were continuously diminishing until the tenth 
month. In the tenth month on the first of the 
month the tops of the mountains became 
visible. (Bereishis 8:4, 5)  

The flood may be divided into three 
periods. The first period was the actual flood 
that lasted for exactly forty days. The second 
period was the one hundred and fifty days in 
which the waters strengthened themselves. 
The final period was when the waters dimin-
ished and the earth dried up. During the 
period of time when the waters diminished the 
Torah mentions two critical events. First, the 
time the ark came to rest upon the mountains 
of Ararat and second the time when the tops 
of the mountains became visible. These events 
represent moments of relief, survival and hope 
that the world would return to a complete 
state of normalcy.  

Rashi explains that although these two 
events are mentioned together they are not 
calculated the same way. When the posuk 
says that the ark came to rest in the seventh 
month this calculation begins from the end of 
the forty days of the flood. When the next two 
posukim mention that the waters subsided and 
the tops of mountains became visible in the 
tenth month, it makes this calculation from 
the beginning of the forty days. Rashi 
provides a detailed calculation as to how we 
know that this must be so. However, we may 
ask why did the Torah change the starting 
point for calculating the resting of the ark to 
the appearance of the tops of the mountains? 
We would expect the Torah to be consistent 
and calculate both events either from the 
beginning of the forty days or from the end of 
the forty days.   

Chazal teach us that the time between 
conception and the formation of a fetus is 
exactly forty days. Indeed, Rashi tells us that 
the reason the flood lasted exactly forty days 
was because it served as a punishment 
measure for measure. The generation leading 
up to the time of the mabul committed 
adultery and produced many mamzeirim. 
Hashem said that these people troubled Him 
to form mamzeirim in forty days; therefore He 
will punish them with a flood that will also 
last for forty days. 

With regard to the period of forty days, it is 
noteworthy that in addition to it being the 
time of beginning of life, it also represents the 
end of life. The Or HaChaim (beginning of 
parshas Vayeilech) writes that forty days 
before a person dies his soul senses its 

departure. At this time it begins to seek for 
itself an eternal resting place in heaven. (See 
sefer Tuuv Ni’hor’chah by Rav Naor Aryeh 
Auerbach for an elaboration of this idea.)  

It emerges that forty days are symbolic of 
both the beginning of life and the end of life. 
We may suggest that when counting each 
forty day period there is a difference as to 
which point has more significance, the 
beginning or the end. With regard to the 
formation of life the significant day is the last 
day of the forty days. Indeed, Chazal say the 
first forty days the fetus is just considered 
water. Only on day forty does the fetus have 
the significance of being a viable child. There 
are many ramifications of this concept. For 
example, the gender of the child is not 
determined until day forty. One may pray for 
the gender of a fetus for the first forty days 
but afterwards is futile prayer in vain for the 
gender has already been determined. Women 
who are pregnant have many special laws. 
However these laws only begin forty days 
after conception. According to some opinions 
the soul enters the fetus on the fortieth day. 
Thus, the most significant day of the forty 
days of formation is the last of the forty days. 

However, with regard to death we may 
suggest that the first day is the most 
significant. It is here where death begins. 
Likewise it is here where the soul begins its 
search and quest for its eternal resting place. 

The Midrash (Bereishis Rabbah 30:8) says 
that when Noach left the ark he saw a “New 
World.” Indeed, some of the commentators 
(Tzror Hamor Noach 7:17) explain the events 
of the flood parallel the creation of the world. 
These ideas indicate the mabul brought new 
life to the world. On the other hand, the flood 
certainly brought death to the world. All 
living creatures perished. Furthermore, the 
commentators (Ramban, Sforno, etc.) teach us 
the quality of life on earth was greatly 
diminished due to the flood. Before the mabul 
the entire year consisted of only the spring 
season. After the mabul the four yearly 
seasons were introduced. Before the mabul 
fruit and vegetables did not rot. It was only 
after the mabul that this phenomenon came to 
be. Before the mabul the environment was 
pure and man was able to live hundreds of 
years. After the mabul the environment was 
contaminated and man’s life expectancy was 
greatly diminished and became similar to 
what it is now. 

The forty days of the mabul were both a 
process of death and the formation of new 
life. The world of pre-mabul died but the 
world of the post-mabul was created and 
formed.  

The Torah mentions two critical points 
concerning the end of the flood; the resting of 
the ark and the appearance of the tops of the 
mountains. With regard to the resting of the 
ark the posuk calculates the event from the 

end of the forty days. The focus of the end of 
the forty days is symbolic of the formation of 
new life. From the perspective of the 
surviving living creatures in the ark a new 
world was being formed. This was their 
future. However, when the Torah mentions 
the appearance of the tops of the mountains 
the posuk calculates the event from the 
beginning of the forty days. The beginning of 
the forty day period is symbolic of death. 
Here the Torah focuses on the perspective of 
the earth. The earth suffered greatly. Many 
had died, much had been destroyed and lost.  

Thus, the Torah calculates the forty days of 
the mabul from both the end and the begin-
ning to emphasize that simultaneously two 
events occurred, the death of the old world 
and the creation of the new world. The posuk 
says “The sun will rise and the sun will set.” 
Chazal explain this to mean that before the 
sun of one generation sets Hashem prepares 
the sun of the next generation.  
   

Parsha Potpourri – Selections 
by Oizer Alport 

 
Vayomer Elokim zos os habris … es kashti 

nasati b’anan v’haysah l’os bris beini u’bein 
ha’aretz (9:12-13) 

Hashem told Noach that the rainbow will 
be the sign of His covenant to never again 
destroy the earth. Does this mean that 
rainbows never existed prior to the flood and 
Hashem changed the laws of nature in order 
to bring about their existence, or that they 
occurred previously but only now achieved a 
new symbolic meaning? 

A number of our greatest Rabbis disagree 
about this very question. After initially assum-
ing that if Hashem declared that He was 
creating the rainbow to serve as a sign, it must 
have been a new creation at that time, the 
Ramban proceeds to quote the Greeks, who 
maintained that their advanced scientific 
knowledge indicated that a rainbow was a 
natural result of light shining in moist air.  

As a result, the Ramban concludes that 
rainbows naturally occurred prior to the flood, 
but only took on new significance at that time. 
As a proof to this position, the Ramban and 
Rav Saadyah Gaon note that Hashem didn’t 
say, “I am placing,” which would indicate that 
the rainbow was created at that time, but 
rather, “I have placed my rainbow in the cloud 
as a sign of the covenant.” 

The Derashos HaRan (Derush 1) and the 
Gur Aryeh disagree. The Ran questions how 
something which has always existed, such as 
the morning sunrise, can suddenly take on 
symbolic properties. They both write that 
although scientists teach that a rainbow is a 
naturally-occurring phenomenon, the laws of 
nature prior to the flood were such that the 
sun’s rays weren’t strong enough to create a 
rainbow. As for the proof from the past tense 
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of the verb, the Ibn Ezra suggests that it can 
be reconciled with this opinion by reading it 
as saying, “I have placed – now – my rainbow 
in the cloud as a sign of the covenant.” 

 

 Vayikach Shem v’Yefes es hasimla 
vayasimu al sh’chem shneihem vayeilchu 
achoranis vay’chasu es ervas avihem 
up’neihem achoranis v’ervas avihem lo ra’u 
(9:23) 

Rashi writes that in the merit of Shem’s 
alacrity in covering the nakedness of his 
drunken father (Noach), he merited that his 
descendants – the Jews – would receive the 
mitzvah of tzitzis (Bamidbar 15:37-41). As 
we know that Hashem rewards people for 
their good deeds measure-for-measure, Rav 
Moshe Meir Weiss points out a number of 
fascinating parallels between the actions of 
Shem and the mitzvah of tzitzis. 

When reciting the Priestly Blessing, the 
Kohanim wrap themselves in a tallis. This is 
because we merited receiving the mitzvah of 
tzitzis through the actions of Shem and of 
Avrohom (Sotah 17a), both of whom were 
Kohanim (Nedorim 32b). 

Shem acted quickly to cover his father and 
protect him from being disgraced and 
humiliated. Interestingly, the minimum size 
for a four-cornered garment to be obligated in 
tzitzis is determined by whether it is large 
enough to cover enough of a person’s body so 
that he would be willing to wear it outside in 
public without being embarrassed (Mishnah 
Berurah 16:4). 

When approaching their drunken father 
with a garment to cover him, Shem walked 
backward and turned away his face so as not 
to see or even face his father’s nakedness. As 
a result, the first thing one does when donning 
a tallis is to wrap it around his face so that he 
cannot see. Additionally, the Torah writes 
(Bamidbar 15:39) the prohibition against 
lusting after the immodesty viewed by his  
eyes in the section containing the mitzvah of 
tzitzis. Not surprisingly, the Gemora in 
Menachos (44a) tells the story of a man who 
was about to sin with a harlot when he was 
saved from his immoral plan by his tzitzis! 

Mitzrayim was a son of Cham (10:6), who 
had the audacity to either castrate or sodomize 
his passed-out father. Not surprisingly, the 
Medrash in Tanna D’Vei Eliyahu (7) teaches 
that the Egyptians were the most immoral and 
depraved people in the world. As a result, the 
section in the Torah containing the mitzvah of 
tzitzis also contains the mitzvah to remember 
the Exodus from Mitzrayim (Egypt), as the 
mitzvah of tzitzis represents the triumph of 
morality and decency!

The Sabbath Bride  
The Friday evening liturgical song “Lecha 

Dodi” compares the Sabbath to a bride: 
“Come my friend, towards the bride; let us 
greet the Sabbath.” What does this metaphor 
mean?  

A TASTE OF THE WORLD TO COME  
The Sabbath is a time of close connection 

to Torah and spiritual enlightenment. Through 
the light of our “neshamah yeteirah,” the extra 
Sabbath soul, we are able to grasp that which 
was distant and concealed from us during the 
weekdays.  

This special receptiveness to Torah on the 
Sabbath day is like the relationship of a bride 
towards her new husband. The bride does not 
know her husband in a deep, intimate way, the 
way a wife married for many years does. Yet 
there is a tremendous joy in the bride’s love, 
which comes from the newness of the rela-
tionship.  

The Talmud in Berachot 57b teaches that 
the Sabbath is a taste of the World to Come. 
One day a week we can feel some of the 
holiness and knowledge that will fill the 
universe in the future era, a time of pure and 
continual Sabbath.  

Our weekly Sabbath does not have the 
depth of enlightenment that will bless the 
World to Come, but there is the delight of 
newness, just like a young bride. This bridal 
joy is particularly appropriate in the very start 
of the Sabbath, as we celebrate to greet her 
with “Lecha Dodi.”  

The future world will also be graced with 
this newly-wed joy: “God will rejoice over 
you as a groom rejoices over his bride.” The 
enlightenment of those days will continually 
increase, and the soul will rejoice in its 
constant renewal. May we speedily merit to 
permanently enjoy that great light.

Rochel Imainu 
by Zvi Akiva Fleisher 

Rochel Imainu’s yahrzeit is 11 Cheshvan. 
Thousands have journeyed to Kever Rochel to 
ask for her help on their behalf. Among the 
many different prayers are those for children 
and health. 

 
Hee matzeves k’vuras Rochel – It is the 

monument of the burial spot of Rochel – 
Breishis Zuta says that each of her sons took a 
stone of marble and placed it upon her burial 
spot. Then Yaakov placed his stone upon 
theirs. A commentator on Breishis Zuta 
relates that a known traveler, Rabbi P’sachioh 
of Regensberg, wrote that when he came to 
kever Rochel he saw a pile of 11 stones and 
one stone on top of them. Obviously, 
Binyomin did not place a stone there.  

 
Lochein yishkav imoch halayloh – 

Therefore he will lie with you this night – 
Rashi (M.R. 82:11) says that because Rochel 
belittled the opportunity to lie with Yaakov 
she was not buried with him in the M’oras 
Hamachpeiloh. Rashi on Breishis 48:7 d.h. 
“vo’ek’b’rehoh” writes that Rochel was 
buried in Beis Lechem on the path to Efros so 
that she would be stirred to entreat Hashem 
for her descendants who passed by her burial 
place on their way to exile. Ramban on the 
same verse writes that it would be 
embarrassing for Yaakov to be buried with 
two sisters, since the Torah would prohibit 
marrying both (see gemara P’sochim 119b 
where Yaakov declined to lead the grace after 
meals because he married two sisters). Since 
Leah was the first to be married to Yaakov, 
she was the one to be buried with him. We 
thus have three reasons for Rochel’s not being 
buried with Yaakov.
