AVRAHAM, TERACH AND NIMROD 

When Avraham Avinu was born, Rabeinu 
Bachye cites a Medrash, a star arose from the 
east and swallowed four stars from the four 
corners of the sky. King Nimrod’s wise men 
told him that a son had just been born to 
Terach, from whom a nation would emerge 
that was destined to inherit both this world 
and the next. And they advised him to give 
Terach a house-full of silver and gold and to 
kill his son.  

But when Nimrod suggested this to Terach, 
he replied with an analogy to a horse that was 
offered a house-full of barley if it would allow 
them to cut off its head, to which it replied 
“Fools, if you cut off-my head, who will eat 
the barley?”  

“In the same way,” said Terach, “If you kill 
my son, who will inherit the silver and gold?”  

“‘From your words it is evident,” said the 
King, “that you did indeed bear a son!” “To 
be sure I did,” replied Terach, “but he died!”  

When he saw that Nimrod accepted his 
answer, Terach hid his baby son for three 
years in a cave. Hakadosh-Baruch-Hu formed 
two windows, through one of which He 
supplied the infant with oil, and through the 
other, with flour.  

When at age three, the young Avraham left 
the cave, he wondered who had created 
heaven and earth, as well as himself.  

Seeing the magnificent sun rising in the 
sky, he spent the whole day praying to it, until 
evening arrived, when the sun set in the west 
and the moon together the stars appeared in 
the east. “This must be the one who created 
the heaven, the earth and me, and these (the 
stars) must be its nobles and attendants.” 

And so he spent that night immersed in 
prayer to the moon. In the morning however, 
he noticed how the moon set in the west and 
the sun rose once again in the east, leading 
him to the conclusion that neither the sun nor 
the moon was the Divine Creator, but that 
there must be a G-d who is Master over them 
too, and it was to Him that he would pray and 
bow down!  

Next he went to his father and asked him 
who had created heaven and earth and 
himself, to which his father replied that it was 
his god who had done that. And when he 
asked his father to show him his god, he 
promptly produced the idols that he wor-
shipped. Next he asked his mother to prepare 
him some fine cooked dishes for him to serve 
to his father’s gods, assuming that they would 
graciously accept his offering. When she 
gladly obliged, he took the dishes and placed 
them before the biggest idol. But the god 
failed to respond. So back he went to his 

mother with a request for more exquisite 
dishes than the first ones. She complied. Once 
again, he placed them in front of the same 
idol, and once again no response was fort-
hcoming. It was then that the Shechinah 
rested on him, and after declaring “They have 
a mouth but they cannot speak,” he burned 
them, with the exception of the biggest idol, 
which he moved outside, after placing in his 
hand the fire-making materials.  

When Terach returned home and found his 
gods burned, he immediately pointed a finger 
at Avaham, who denied having done it. 
Instead, he informed his father that it was the 
big idol that had become angry with the other 
idols, and who in a rage, had set fire to them. 
But Terach only scolded his son for making 
such a stupid remark. Is it not well-known, he 
argued, that idols do not possess a spirit of 
life, and that they are incapable of doing such 
things? Why, he tried to prove his point, had 
he not carved them with his own hands out of 
a piece of wood?  

But that is precisely what Avraham was 
waiting to hear. Turning to his father, he said 
‘Let your ears only hear what your mouth 
speaks! If, as you claim, your gods have no 
power, then why do you say that they created 
heaven and earth? Indeed, why do you 
worship them?’  

But Terach was unimpressed. He went 
straight to Nimrod, and reported to him what 
his errant son had done.  

Nimrod summoned Avraham, and asked 
him why he had burned his father’s gods. 
When the brave boy repeated what he had told 
his father, that it was not he who had done it 
but the big idol, Nimrod simply repeated what 
Terach had said, to which Avraham reiterated 
the reply that he had given earlier, adding 
“Why do you forsake the true G-d who 
created Heaven and earth and bow down to a 
piece of wood?”  

“I created the Heaven and the earth with 
the might of my own hands,” Nimrod 
retorted!  

“Really,” said Avraham. “Are you really 
able to create? When I left the cave, I saw the 
sun rise in the east and set in the west. If you 
can reverse its course, to make it rise in the 
west and set in the east, then I will accept you 
as the Creator and I will bow down to you! 
But if you don’t, the one who gave me the 
strength to burn the idols will give me the 
strength to kill you!’  

Turning to his wise men, Nimrod asked 
them what should be done with the rebellious 
child.  

After informing their king that the errant 
child was none other than the one to whom 
they had referred when, three years earlier, 
they had predicted that a nation would 
descend from him that was destined to inherit 
both this world and the next, the wise men 
suggested that what he did should be done to 

him. And so, without more ado, Nimrod 
ordered Avraham to be thrown into the fiery 
furnace. However, G-d, in His great mercy, 
performed a miracle and saved him, as the 
Pasuk states “I am Hashem, who saved you 
from the furnace of Kasdim”.  

According to some opinions, this was the 
first of Avraham Avinu’s ten trials.

WHATÕS THE STORY? 

“I have a precious gift in my treasury,” said 
HASHEM to Moshe; ‘Shabbat’ is its name; 
go and tell Israel I wish to present it to them.”  
(Tractate Shabbat 10b) 

A HOLY DAY 

“Shabbos” or “Shabbat”  
“Shabbos” – the Ashkenazic pronunciation, 

or “Shabbat” – the Sephardic pronunciation, 
either way it is the Hebrew word for the 
seventh day of the week; known in English as 
the “Sabbath.” The root of the word means “to 
rest or desist.” Shabbat, the Divinely 
appointed day of rest, begins (18 minutes) 
before sundown on Friday and ends Saturday 
night when three stars appear in the sky. 
(About 45 minutes to 1 hour after sundown.) 

The very first thing in all of the Torah to be 
called holy is Shabbat. The Torah states 
(Bereishit / Genesis 2:1-3): “By the seventh 
day, G-d completed His work which He had 
done ... G-d blessed the seventh day, and He 
made it holy...” 

What is the holy Shabbat?  
We could spend hours and write pages of 

descriptions, yet we could not fully explain 
Shabbat. Shabbat has to be experienced to 
understand it. 

Lets go back to the creation of the world. 
For six days Hashem created the heavens 

and the earth. On the seventh He rested. 
That’s what Shabbat is all about. Six days a 
week we go about our lives working and 
playing and doing what it takes to live in this 
world. But by the time the sun sets on Friday 
night, the hustle and bustle of the world is put 
behind us and the Shabbat celebration 
surrounds us. On Shabbat we don’t perform 
any work. Instead, we proclaim that Hashem 
is the master of all creation. 

Observing Shabbat is one of the Aseret 
Hadibrot – Ten Commandments. Hashem 
simultaneously commanded that the Jews 
“remember” (Zachor) and “safeguard” 
(Shamor) the Shabbat. 

ZACHOR (remember) is the Command-
ment to observe the positive precepts of our 
Shabbat. 

We fulfill the “remembrance” of Shabbat 
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through positive actions which honor Shabbat: 
¥ Reciting Kiddush (a special prayer over 

wine before the first and second Sabbath 
meals); 

¥ Eating three festive meals;  
¥ Wearing our nicest clothes; 
¥ Saying special Shabbat Tefillot (prayers); 
¥ Laining (reading) the Parsha (Torah 

portion) of the week;  
¥ Singing Zemirot (Shabbat Table Songs); 

etc. 
SHAMOR (safeguard) is the Command-

ment to avoid violation of the negative 
precepts of our Shabbat. 

We fulfill the “safeguarding” aspects of 
Shabbat by refraining from 39 categories of 
“melacha” (creative activity), which the Jews 
had to perform on weekdays in order to build 
the Mishkan. We also refrain from other 
activities, which may be halachically permit-
ted, but are not fitting or appropriate on this 
special day. 

There are many customs and command-
ments regarding the observance of Shabbat. 
Its observance is referred to as Shmirat 
Shabbat. One who traditionally observes 
Shabbat is called a Shomer Shabbat.  

REFERENCES 

The observance of Shabbat is mentioned a 
number of times in the Torah, most notably as 
the fourth of the Aseret Hadibrot – Ten 
Commandments (Shmot / Exodus 20:8-11 and 
Devarim / Deuteronomy 5:12-15). Here are 
some references:  

ÒZACHORÓ 

“Remember the Sabbath day to sanctify it. 
Six days shall you work and accomplish all 
your work; but the seventh day is Sabbath to 
HASHEM, your G-d; you shall not do any 
work – you, your son, your daughter, your 
slave, your maidservant, your animal, and 
your convert within your gates – for in six 
days HASHEM made the heavens and the 
earth, the sea and all that is in them, and he 
rested on the seventh day. Therefore, 
HASHEM blessed the Sabbath day and 
sanctified it.” (Shmot / Exodus 20:8-11) 

“... However, you must observe My 
Sabbaths. for it is a sign between Me and you 
for your generations, to know that I am 
HASHEM, Who makes you holy. You shall 
observe the Sabbath, for it is holy to you; its 
desecrators shall be put to death, for whoever 
does work on it, that soul shall be cut off from 
among its people. For six days work may be 
done and the seventh day is a day of complete 
rest, it is sacred to HASHEM; whoever does 
work on the Sabbath day shall be put to death. 
The Children of Israel shall observe the Sab-
bath, to make the Sabbath an eternal covenant 
for their generations. Between Me and the 
Children of Israel it is a sign forever that in a 
six day period HASHEM made heaven and 

earth, and on the seventh day He rested and 
was refreshed.” (Shmot / Exodus 31:12-17) 

“For six days labor may be done, and the 
seventh day is a day of complete rest, a holy 
convocation, you shall not do any work; it is a 
Sabbath for HASHEM in all your dwelling 
places.” (Vayikra / Leviticus 23:3) 

ÒSHAMORÓ 

“Safeguard the Sabbath day to sanctify it, 
as HASHEM, your G-d, has commanded you. 
Six days shall you labor and accomplish all 
your work; but the seventh day is Sabbath to 
HASHEM, your G-d; you shall not do any 
work – you, your son, your daughter, your 
slave, your maidservant, your ox, your don-
key, and your every animal, and your convert 
within your gates, in order that your slave and 
your maidservant may rest like you. And you 
shall remember that you were a slave in the 
land of Egypt, and HASHEM, your G-d, has 
taken you out from there with a strong hand 
and an outstretched arm; Therefore 
HASHEM, your G-d, has commanded you to 
make the Sabbath day.” (Devarim / Deu-
teronomy 5:12-15)
