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Parsha Potpourri — Selections
by Oizer Alport

Vayeitzei Yaakov miBe’er Shava vayeilech
Charana (28:10)

Those who pay careful attention to the
parsha while reviewing it or during its public
reading on Shabbos will note a curious fact:
unlike almost every other parsha in the Torah,
Parshas Vayeitzei contains no breaks from
start to finish. It is written in the Sefer Torah
without any of the customary spaces which
indicate the beginning of a new section within
the parsha. As there are no coincidences in the
Torah, what is the reason for this anomaly?

Rav Chaim Shmuelevitz explains that Par-
shas Vayeitzei contains a number of subplots:
Yaakov’s flight from Eisav, Yaakov’s deal-
ings with his tricky father-in-law Lavan, Yaa-
kov’s relationship with his wives Rochel and
Leah and the interactions between the two
women, the birth of the tribes, and Yaakov’s
flight from Lavan back to the land of his par-
ents. When examining any of these episodes
in its own light, a number of difficult and
seemingly unanswerable questions present
themselves.

The Torah intentionally structured Parshas
Vayeitzei as one long and continuously un-
folding narrative to teach that it is impossible
to split up the various events contained therein
and judge any of them in a vacuum. Rather,
each episode is just one small piece of a much
larger picture, one which can only begin to be
understood when one steps back and views it
in the context of the bigger picture.

The Darkei Mussar relates a profound story
about a Chassidic Rebbe — Rav Shimon of
Yaroslav — who merited living until well past
the age of 100. When he was asked in what
merit he had enjoyed such a long and healthy
life, he responded with words packed with
wisdom: “Don’t think that [’ve had an easy
life. I’ve had my share of difficulties and pain
just like everybody else. If anything, because
I’ve lived longer, I’ve had more occasions and
opportunities to suffer. It would have been
very easy and natural to complain to Hashem,
‘Why did this have to happen? Why couldn’t
that have turned out differently?’

“However, I was afraid that if I began de-
manding a justification and explanation of
Hashem’s ways, the Heavenly Court would
say, ‘If this Rabbi wants answers so badly,
let’s call him up here and give them to him!’
So I never asked any of these types of ques-
tions. I didn’t have any more answers than
anybody else, but because I never asked for
them, they let me stay down here for quite
some time!”

As the Torah was written for all genera-
tions, it is clear that the lessons contained
therein are applicable to every person
throughout the ages. The lesson of needing to
view events in the context of a larger perspec-
tive can be extrapolated to the situations

which occur in each of our lives. We should
realize that although we don’t always under-
stand the ways of Hashem, we nevertheless
must trust that everything that happens is part
of His larger master plan, which we will one
day merit to comprehend.

The parsha begins by relating that Yaakov
departed from Be’er Sheva and went to
Charan. As the Torah doesn’t write unneces-
sary letters, why didn’t the Torah relay the in-
formation more succinctly by stating Vayei-
tzei Yaakov miBe’er Shava 1’Charan, effec-
tively eliminating one seemingly unnecessary
word (vayeilech)?

The Medrash relates (Bereishis Rabbah
75:8) that prior to Yaakov’s departure, Rivkah
blessed him (Tehillim 91:11) Ki malachav
y’tzaveh lach — Hashem will command His
angels for you (to protect you on your
journey). Rav Chaim Volozhiner explains that
the reason she specifically blessed him with
this verse is because the last letters of the first
four words in it spell yuhach, which the
mystics teach is the name of the angel that is
responsible for accompanying travelers along
their journeys.

The Gemora in Eiruvin (64a) advises that
when a person takes leave of his friend, he
should do so by mentioning a d’var halacha —
legal matter. Whenever one of the Vilna
Gaon’s students had to go someplace, the
Gaon would consistently share the same legal
teaching: yachad v’rabim halacha k’rabim —
when one Rabbi argues against a number of
sages, the law is in accordance with the
opinion of the majority (Berachos 37a). The
reason that the Gaon specifically used this
seemingly mundane and not particularly
relevant legal ruling is because the first letter
of each word spells yuhach, the name of the
angel that he was indirectly blessing them
should accompany them on their journeys!

With this introduction, we can now
understand why the Torah didn’t relate
Yaakov’s journey in a more succinct manner.
The seemingly superfluous letters required to
write vayeilech Charana instead of simply
I’Charan are anything but unnecessary, as
they may be rearranged to spell yuhach,
which is the Torah’s way of hinting that his
mother’s blessing was fulfilled and this angel
indeed guarded him during his travels!

Getting Ready for Shabbat

And it shall be on the sixth day (of the week)
that they shall prepare that which they shall
bring home.” (Shmot / Exodus 16:5)

Shabbat is the highlight of the Jewish

week, eagerly awaited with great anticipation.
The countdown to Shabbat begins with the
days of the week. Sunday is not called
Sunday, Monday is not called Monday, etc.
Rather, the days of the week are reminders of
Shabbat whenever we mention them. They are
named in Hebrew in relation to the Shabbat:
Sunday is called “the first day to Shabbat,”
Monday is called “the second day to
Shabbat,” etc. (For more about this, see
Ramban, Shmot 12:2 and Bamidbar 20:8).

SHOPPING — PROVISIONS FOR SHABBAT

Everyone looks forward to Shabbat.
Business and social arrangements are made in
such a way that they will not interfere with the
Shabbat. Shabbat is welcomed with fore-
thought and preparation. Little luxuries
bought during the week are stored up for the
Shabbat. The careful planning continues until
just before Shabbat begins. It is a mitzvah for
every individual to personally prepare some-
thing each week in honor of Shabbat. In fact,
the Talmud relates many stories of Chacho-
mim (Sages) who made sure to prepare
several things before Shabbat by themselves,
even though they may have had servants and
maids to do it.

It is even recommended that one should
arise early Friday morning and immediately
begin Shabbat preparations so that they will
be ready in time for Shabbat. One may even
learn a little less Torah on Friday, in order to
spend time preparing for Shabbat.

It is customary to spend more in honor of
Shabbat, because the Talmud tells us (Tractate
Beitza 16a) that whatever you earn during the
year is pre-designated on Rosh Hashana and
Yom Kippur, except what you spend to honor
the Shabbat, holidays and money that is used
for Torah education of children. These
expenses are up to the individual; the less one
spends, the less one gets in return. But the
more one spends on these three categories, the
more G-d gives in return. Thus, spending
money to honor Shabbat is, in fact, a great
investment for which G-d repays us much
more in return.

Here are some ideas to consider when
preparing for the Shabbat:

* Invite guests to join you for Shabbat

dinner or lunch — especially the needy.

* Use something new or wear new clothing

for the first time on Shabbat.

* Plan a special menu for Shabbat meals.

* Prepare for a Shabbat / Torah conversa-

tion at the table.

TAKING CHALLAH / HAFROSHAT CHALLAH

Many women bake their own Challah
before Shabbat, so that they can do the special
mitzvah of removing a small piece of dough
called “Challah.” A token amount of dough
(the size of an olive) is removed from the
dough and thrown into the oven fires while
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reciting a specific bracha / blessing. This
reflects the portion given to Kohanim in the
times of the Beit Hamikdash. (Bamidbar /
Numbers 15:17-21). Nowadays, since there
are no longer officiating Kohanim, the challah
is removed and burned. This is one of the
three special mitzvot for women. The Shabbat
bread that we call “challah” is so named as a
reminder of this mitzvah. For specific rules,
go to torahtots.com.

MIKVEH, SHABBAT OUTFITS

We bathe, put on clean clothes and get
ready to welcome the Sabbath. Many men
immerse in a mikveh (spiritually purifying
bath) Erev Shabbat (Friday afternoon) to
honor the Shabbat.

READING THE PARSHA TWICE AND TARGUM
ONCE ON EREV SHABBAT

In conjunction with the public reading of
the Parshat Hashavuah — (the weekly Torah
portion), our Sages require that every individ-
ual study it on his own and be familiar with its
basic meaning. (Talmud, Tractate Berachot
8a, See O.C. 285). To achieve this level of
mastery, they instituted a three-tiered review
of the parsha: Each verse of the text itself
must be read twice, to master the Hebrew,
followed by the Aramaic translation known as
Targum Onkelos so that it is understood. The
name of this mitzvah is “Shnayim Mikrah
Ve’echod Targum — twice the Scripture and
once the translation of Onkelos.”

FoobD FOR THE POOR

We must not forget those less fortunate
than ourselves. In many towns and cities
across the country and in Eretz Yisroel, there
are organizations that provide food and
Shabbat necessities to the needy before Shab-
bat. Here in Brooklyn, we have a worthy
organization called “Tomche Shabbos,” which
delivers food anonymously to sustain poor
families through the Shabbat and holidays. In
Eretz Yisroel, Yad Eliezer is one of the
foremost organizations, servicing the poor and
the needy.

TZEDAKAH — CHARITY

“Kol Yisrael arevim zeh bazeh.” “All Israel is
responsible for one another.” (Talmud
Shavuot 39a).

It is customary to give tzedakah by putting
a few coins in a tzedakah box before lighting
the Shabbat candles. Many families place a
special tzedakah box next to the Shabbat
candle holders to remind them to perform this
mitzvah. Encourage even the youngest child
to contribute a coin or two! Of course, don’t

forget to remove the tzedakah box from the
table before lighting the candles. (See
Muktzah at torahtots.com).

IDEAS

* Clear out all pockets and wallets of change
before Shabbat for tzedakah.

* Place coins in children’s hands so they can
get used to giving tzedakah.

There’s a mashal that Shabbos is compared
to a wedding, that our relationship with
Hashem is like that of a bride and groom. The
three main aspects of a wedding are the
Kiddushin (marriage ceremony), Simchas
Chasan V’Kallah (rejoicing with the bride and
groom), and Yichud (when the chasan and
kallah are alone together after the ceremony)
which parallel the three meals of Shabbos —
Friday night, Shabbos day, and Shalosh
Seudos. This can give us a different focus at
every stage of Shabbos throughout the day.
Friday night is like our marriage to Hashem.
Shabbos day we rejoice over our relationship.
Shalosh Seudos is a special time of closeness
with Hashem as the day is ending.
