There are two times for candle lighting. The earlier 
time is Plag HaMincha (one and a quarter seasonal 
hours [Shaos Zemanios] before sunset [a seasonal hour 
is equal to one-twelfth of the total time from sunrise to 
sunset]) and is the earliest time to light candles. The 
later time is the regular candle lighting time and is 18 
minutes before sunset, the latest time to light candles. If 
one wants to light candles when the shul accepts 
Shabbos, this is approximately 40 minutes after the 
start of Mincha. This year’s calculation of Plag 
HaMincha is later than previous years.

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Midei Shabbos Beshabbato 
by HaRav Eliezer Chrysler 

HIGHLIGHTS FROM THE BA’AL HA’TURIM 
“Behold I am giving him my covenant of 

peace” (25:12).  
The letter ‘Vav’ in the word “sholom” at 

the end of the Pasuk is broken in the middle.  
In his second explanation, the Ba’al 

ha’Turim connects this with the opinion that 
Pinchas is alias Eliyahu. We also find 
‘Eliyahu’ spelt missing a ‘Vav,’ whilst 
Ya’akov is spelt with one. Ya’akov took the 
‘Vav’ from Eliyahu as a security, explains the 
Ba’al ha’Turim, until he (Eliyahu) comes with 
the Mashi’ach to redeem his children.  

And this is what the Pasuk is referring to 
when it writes “yogel Ya’akov, yismach 
Yisrael” (“yismach” contains the same letters 
as ‘Mashi’ach’). Ya’akov will rejoice in the 
days of Mashi’ach. He will return the ‘Vav’ 
and ‘Eliyahu’ will be spelt in full once again.  

“Sholom” (‘with the Vav’), the Ba’al 
ha’Turim points out, has the same Gematriyah 
as ‘Zehu Mashi’ach.’ 

NO MORE YEITZER HA’RA 
“The sons of Gad to their families, to 

Tz’fon the family of Tz’foni …”  (26:14).  
The only other time that the word 

“Tz’foni” appears in T’nach, says the Ba’al 
ha’Turim, is in Yoel (2:20) where the Navi 
prophesies that Hashem will remove the 
‘Tz’foni’ from on K’lal Yisrael. Allegorically, 
‘Tz’foni’ (snake) refers to the Yeitzer ha’Ra.  

If we bear in mind the Pasuk in Divrei-
Hayamim, which describes Eliyahu ha’Navi 
as a member of the tribe of Gad, then the 
Pasuk is hinting that when Eliyahu comes to 
herald the imminent arrival of the Mashi’ach, 
then the Yeitzer ha’Ra will become obsolete.  

The Ba’al ha’Turim also points out that 
Tz’fon’s real name is Tzifyon, and the reason 
that he is called Tz’fon is because Tz’fon 
(Tzafun) means ‘hidden,’ and Moshe who 
received the Torah, is hidden is his portion. 

WHAT WAS THE PROBLEM? 
“And Moshe brought their lawsuit to 

Hashem” (27:5).  
What was Moshe’s problem?  
Receiving a portion in Eretz Yisrael, 

explains the Ohel Torah, is tied up with 
keeping the Shabbos, as Chazal have said 
(based on a Pasuk in Yeshayah) ‘Whoever 
keeps Shabbos properly receives an 
inheritance without borders.’ That being the 
case, someone who desecrates Shabbos, 
forfeits that portion.  

Our sages have said that the man who was 
put to death for desecrating Shabbos (at the 
end of Sh’lach-L’cha) was none other than 
Tz’lofchad. According to that opinion, he 
forfeited his right to a portion in Eretz Yisrael.  

However, there is an opinion which main-

tains that he acted ‘le’Shem Shamayim.’ On 
the one hand, this did not absolve him from 
the death penalty, whilst on the other, it 
seems, it would enable him to retain his 
portion. This was something that only G-d 
could ascertain. That’s why Moshe passed the 
lawsuit on to Him to deal with.  

THE REWARD OF COMMUNAL LEADERS 
“And he (Moshe) took Yehoshua ...” 

(27:22).  
He took him with words, says Rashi, and 

told him about the reward of the community 
leaders in the World to Come.  

Who like Moshe, the ‘faithful Shepherd,’ 
would know how many thanks Jewish leaders 
can expect from the people? Remember how 
K’lal Yisrael angered and provoked Moshe, 
and how many times they spoke against him 
and slandered him! Why, at one stage they 
even accused him of being an adulterer.  

That is why, when Moshe placed his hands 
on Yehoshua and appointed him as his 
successor, he told him in no uncertain terms 
that here in this world, he should expect 
nothing in return for his services, not even a 
thank you; but that he would receive his 
reward in full in the World to Come.  

In a similar vein, we say in the ‘Mi 
she’Beirach’ on Shabbos and Yom-Tov ‘and 
G-d will pay the reward of all those who work 
on behalf of the community in good faith.’  

There are of course, those who work for the 
community for personal gain. They cannot 
wait for their reward, but help themselves, as 
it suits them! But those who work faithfully 
for the sake of the community, wait for 
Hashem to pay them in His own good time. 
They know full well that at the end of the day, 
it is only from Him that they will receive their 
remuneration in full. 

PINCHAS AND BIRCHAS KOHANIM 
“Therefore say, behold I am giving him My 

covenant of peace … a covenant of eternal 
Kehunah” (25:12, 13).  

The word “say” (Emor), says Rabeinu 
Bachye, hints at the Mitzvah of Birchas Koha-
nim, which now fell to Pinchas. That is be-
cause it is in connection with Birchas Koha-
nim that the Torah writes “Omor lohem.”  

The question arises that seeing that Birchas 
Kohanim is part and parcel of the Kehunah 
(the twenty-fifth gift, as we quoted Rabeinu 
Bachye himself as saying in Parshas Korach), 
then if Pinchas now received the legacy of the 
Kehunah, why is it not obvious that Birchas 
Kohanim was automatically included? Why 
does the Torah find it necessary to mention it 
independently? The footnote in R. Bachye 
however, reminds us that Pinchas had just 
killed someone (albeit le’Shem Shamayim), 
and we have a principle that a Kohen who has 
killed a person, irrespective of the circum-
stances, is no longer allowed to Duchen.  

That is why he explains the Torah needs to 
inform us here that Pinchas’ having killed 
Zimri did not disqualify him from Duchening.  

Presumably, the reason for this is, either 
because this killing was a Mitzvah, or because 
he performed the act before he became a 
Kohen.  

MIDAH KE’NEGED MIDAH 
“Pinchas … turned My anger back from 

B’nei Yisrael … Therefore … I will give him 
my covenant of peace” (25:11).  

R. Bachye explains that “turned My anger 
back” means that the twenty-four-thousand 
who had died were all from the tribe of 
Shimon, and that thanks to Pinchas, G-d’s 
anger that was about to strike the remaining 
tribes (and presumably the rest of the tribe of 
Shimon too), did not reach its destination.  

What emerges is that Pinchas saved K’lal 
Yisrael from extinction, and enabled them to 
attain longevity to the end of time. That 
explains, R. Bachye concludes, why Pinchas 
became Eliyahu, who lived forever — Midah 
ke’Neged Midah.

• You may not listen to live music.

shows, concerts, etc., are not permitted. 
Baseball games are not considered the 
same as other forms of entertainment, 
and it is permitted to attend them, but not 
during the nine days. 

• Videos of comedies and/or musicals 
should be avoided during the three 
weeks, and are not permitted during the 
nine days. Videos on serious subjects are 
all right during the three weeks, but not 
during the nine days. 

• Any beautification to your home may be 
performed during this period, but not 
during the nine days. This does not 
include necessary repairs, replacing 
broken appliances, etc., which may be 
done throughout the entire period.
