The
later time is the regular candle lighting time and is 18
minutes before sunset, the latest time to light candles. If
one wants to light candles when the shul accepts
Shabbos, this is approximately 40 minutes after the
start of Mincha. This year’s calculation of Plag
HaMincha is later than previous years.

1) Ch. 30, v. 6: “VaShem yislach loh ki
heini ovihoh osoh” — And Hashem will need

to forgive her even though her husband has
removed the vow for her — Rashi (Sifri #17)
explains that these words teach us that if a
woman made a vow and willingly trans-
gressed her word, but unbeknown to her, her
husband has negated it, she still requires
atonement, as indicated by the words
“vaShem yislach loh.” The gemara Kidushin
40a says that except for the sin of idol
worship, any sin that a ben Yisroel wants to
do, but is thwarted from doing so, requires no
atonement, as thought alone is not a sin. If so,
why does this woman require atonement?

The Chasam Sofer answers that the gemara
discusses a situation where the person wanted
to sin but was held back from doing so by
circumstance. He did absolutely no action.
Here, the woman did an action that she
thought was a sin. This requires atonement.

2) Ch. 30, v. 6: “VaShem yislach loh ki
heini ovihoh osoh” — Rashi (Sifri #17) says
that this verse is discussing a woman who has
vowed to become a “noziroh” whose father
has become aware of her vow and has an-
nulled it. She was unaware of his nullification
and she drank wine and defiled herself to the
dead. She requires atonement because when
she acted she was unaware that her vow was
nullified. Surely one who transgresses a vow
that was not nullified requires atonement.
Why are specifically examples of transgress-
ing “nozir” rules given, and once they are
given why wasn’t the prohibition of cutting
one’s hair also mentioned?

The Admor of Skulen asks this and he
answers that we derive (gemara Nozir 5a)
from the words “Mi’yayin v’sheichor yazir”
(Bmidbar 6:3) that a “nozir” is prohibited
from even consuming wine that would
otherwise be a mitzvah to drink, i.e., kiddush
or havdoloh. Similarly, there is a prohibition
of defiling oneself to a corpse even in the line
of helping in its burial, which is normally a
mitzvoh, except where there is no one else to
tend to this, called a “meis mitzvoh.” Rashi
therefore gives us specifically these two
scenarios to stress that even where her vow
was nullified and even though it would
otherwise have been an act that is a mitzvoh,
nevertheless, since she was unaware of her
vow being negated, she requires atonement.

3) Ch. 31, v. 6: “Va’yishlach osom Moshe”
— And Moshe sent them — Hashem
commanded Moshe to take revenge upon
Midyon (verse 2). If so, why didn’t Moshe
himself also join the ranks of soldiers?

Moshe understood that it was inappro-
priate to actually take part, as he was pro-
tected in Midyon when he was a fugitive from
Paroh. This is akin to the folk-saying, “Don’t
throw a stone into the well from which you

have drunk.” Others say that although the
nation that brought the bnei Yisroel to sin was
called Midyon, it was not the same people
called Midyon in parshas Shmos, as the Mid-
yonites of our parsha lived alongside Moav.
Rather, he allowed Pinchos to lead the army
that would defeat Midyon since Pinchos be-
gan the fight against Midyon when he killed
Kozbi bas Tzur. This is in keeping with the
maxim of the gemara Yerushalmi P’sochim
10:5, “Hamas’chil b’mitzvoh omrim lo
g’'more/m’roke.” (M.R. 22:4)

4) Ch. 31, v. 6: “V’es Pinchos” — And
Pinchos — Rashi explains that Pinchos was
sent rather than Elozor because Pinchos began
the mitzvoh by killing Kozbi who was a
Midyonite. “He who has begun a mitzvoh
shall be the one to complete it.” The killing of
Kozbi was incidental to the mitzvoh of killing
Zimri. We don’t go around killing non-Jews
who commit adultery.

This question is raised by the Sifsei
Chachomim. This can be answered with the
words of the Ohr Hachaim Hakodosh on
parshas Bolok (25:8). He asks that although it
was proper for Pinchos to kill Zimri, as per
the rule of “habo’eil Aramis kano’im pogim
bo” (gemara Sanhedrin 82a) — one who sins
with a gentile woman is liable to be killed by
a zealot — but by what right did Pinchos kill
Kozbi? He surely didn’t know if she was a
married woman, and when in doubt he surely
would not have killed her. He answers that
she was killed as per the verse “v’es
hab’heimoh taharogu” (Vayikra 20:15), by
the case of committing bestiality. (Actually,
the Rambam in gilyon hilchos issu'rei bi’oh
12:6 says this, bringing a proof from Bmidbar
31:16, “hein heinoh hoyu livnei Yisroel”).
Thus we have Pinchos fulfilling a separate
mitzvoh, something that is not incidental to
killing Zimri.

5) Ch. 31, v. 14: “Va’yiktzofe Moshe” —
Moshe was angered when he saw that the
females of Midyon were left alive, saying that
they were the cause for the plague among the
bnei Yisroel (verse 16). The Yalkut Shimoni
remez #785 says that Pinchos responded to
this by saying that he had fully complied with
Moshe’s command. How is this so? Either
Moshe’s command included the women and
Pinchos responded incorrectly, or it did not
and Moshe’s complaint was unfounded.

In verse 2 we find that Hashem commanded
Moshe to do battle with Midyon as “nikmas
BNEI YISROEL,” — revenge for the bnei
Yisroel, since the Midyonim caused the bnei
Yisroel to sin and the bnei Yisroel suffered a
plague (25:9). This came about by the bnei
Yisroel sinning with the women of Midyon.
Hence Moshe wanted the women killed as
well. However, when Moshe commanded the
bnei Yisroel he mentioned “lo’seis nikmas
HASHEM b’Midyon,” — taking revenge for
Hashem. Revenge for Hashem did not include

killing women, as waging a war is only
against those who have the nature to conquer,
i.e., men (gemara Sanhedrin 57). According
to this line of thought Pinchos correctly said,
“I have fulfilled YOUR WORDS,” in the
manner you expressed “nikmas bnei Yisroel.”
However, Moshe responded “Hein heinoh ...
limsore maal BA’SHEM al dvar P’ore,” that
not only did the women cause the men to sin
with them, but this also brought to serving
false gods (25:1-3). This brings the women
into the realm of being punished as a revenge
for Hashem. Therefore Moshe was angered
when he saw that the women were left alive.

Yirmiyahu (Jeremiah) 2:4-28, 3:4

First, I would like to apologize to my
readers for missing deadline last week and not
getting printed. I will try not to do that again.

This Shabat we read a double parsha,
Matot-Masei, and the Haftorah is the one
from Masei. But the Haftorah is not really
connected to the Parshiyot. It is instead one of
three special Haftorahs read before Tisha
B’Av that explain the destruction of
Yerushalayim. This Haftorah is from the
prophet Yirmiyahu (Jeremiah).

Yirmiyahu was a prophet from a young
age. He prophesied from about 630 to 590
BCE, approximately 2600 years ago. He was
born in the town of Anatot in Binyamin and
his father Chilkiah was also a prophet. He
came from a land-owning family, and had a
joyous early life. Yirmiyahu never married or
had children. He was a Cohen, and head of his
priestly division that worked at the Temple.

He lived during the same time as Daniel,
Yechezkel (Ezekiel), and Chabbakuk. He
lived to see the destruction of Yerushalayim
by Nebuchadnezar. The Judean kings during
his life were Yoshiayhu (Josiah), Yehoachaz,
Yehoyakim, Yehoyachim (Jeconiah), and
Tzidkiyahu (Zedekiah, the last of the Judean
kings). During his time Aesop the writer of
fables, Solon the statesman, and Sappho the
poetess were alive in Greece.

Like Moshe (Moses) before him, Yirmiya-
hu resisted becoming a prophet and only did
so reluctantly. His job was to rebuke the
people over their sins which had made the
destruction of Yerushalayim necesary. He was
persecuted many times for rebuking the Jews
over their idol worship, and many times they
plotted against him. Hashem said to him
(Yirmiyahu 1:19), “Attack you they will,
overcome you they can’t.” In this week’s Haf-
torah Yirmiyahu first complains (in Hashem’s
name) that even though Hasehm brought them
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to their land they turned their backs on him
and defiled their land with the worship of
Baal. Hashem says he is horrified by their
actions.

Hashem says the Jews have abandoned
him, the source of living waters, in exchange
for broken cisterns that cannot even hold wa-
ter (idols). He criticises them for their alli-
ances with Egypt and Assyria who they turn
to instead of Hashem, and point out to the
Jewish people that when they abandon Ha-
shem misfortune will be their lot. This
passage from our Haftorah summarizes this:

They said to wood, “You are my father,”
To stone, “You gave birth to me,”

While to Me they turned their backs
And not their faces.

But in their hour of calamity they cry,
“Arise and save us!”

And where are those gods

You made for yourself?

Let them arise and save you, if they can,
In your hour of calamity.

The Haftorah ends on a down note there-
fore, which is appropriate for the three weeks.
It reminds us that the only way to restore our
former glory is to rely only on Hashem.

Between the Fish and the Soup

“You shall observe My Sabbaths ... it is a
sign between Me and you ... to know that I
am G-d, Who makes you kadosh” (translated
as “holy”) (Ex. 31:13).

The word kadosh is usually rendered as
“holy.” However, the use of the word is wider
in scope, covering anything that is “separate”
— from society, from routine, from the nor-
mal way people relate to people and objects. It
is used in reference to the High Priest: “For I
am G-d ‘mekadesho’ who makes him ‘holy’
— he has separate rules in, for example, being
required to marry a woman who is a virgin
(Lev. 21:13-15). It is also used more mun-
danely (kadesh, kedeisha) to refer to prosti-
tutes of both sexes (Deut. 23:18) — those who
practice that calling being seen as “separate”
from right-thinking society. And indeed the
wider interpretation of the word kadosh
supports the following insight into Shabbat:

The Shabbat is a day out of time and
worldly routine. Observing  Biblically-
ordained rest is an act of faith. As the Torah
promises in the context of Shemitta — the
seventh year when “the Land shall rest — a
Sabbath to G-d” (Lev. 25:2), and Yovel
(Jubilee) (Lev. 25:11-12) which is also
described as kadosh:

You might say: “What can we eat in the
seventh year? We neither sowed nor harvested
our produce.”

(G-d replies) “I will command my blessing

in the sixth year, and it will make produce for
three years ... until the ninth year” (Lev.
25:20-22)

So despite the Israelites elsewhere being
forbidden to “put G-d to the test” (Deut.
6:16), G-d Himself promises to “deliver the
goods.” Even though the Israelites abstain
from agriculture within the Holy Land, they
are assured that they will not suffer if they
keep His Commandments.

This idea may not only be applied to the
Sabbath of the Seventh Year, but also to the
weekly Sabbath. Not being allowed to work
appears to imply a drop in income,
production, and achievement.

But the Torah declares and assures
otherwise. The reason for the observance of
the Shabbat in Parasha Ki Tisa is “it is a sign
between Me and you to know that I am G-d
who makes you ‘kadosh.”” He assures His
People that they will be treated as kadosh —
separate. Separate from the expectations of
economics that more time equals more
income. Like with Shemitta, he assures the
Israelites that their economic needs will be
taken care of — in His act of “separating” you
— making you holy. That, repeated week
after week, is the “sign between Me and you”
— that you continue to prosper despite (or
actually because) of the Shabbat.

Minhagim for the Three Weeks

For the entire period of the three weeks, the

following restrictions apply:

* You may not listen to live music.
Recorded music may be played as
background music, but it should not be
listened to intentionally for enjoyment.

* Weddings are not performed.

* Public entertainment such as movies,
shows, concerts, etc., are not permitted.
Baseball games are not considered the
same as other forms of entertainment,
and it is permitted to attend them, but not
during the nine days.

Videos of comedies and/or musicals
should be avoided during the three
weeks, and are not permitted during the
nine days. Videos on serious subjects are
all right during the three weeks, but not
during the nine days.

Any beautification to your home may be
performed during this period, but not
during the nine days. This does not
include necessary repairs, replacing
broken appliances, etc., which may be
done throughout the entire period.
Planning of renovations is permitted.

THE NINE DAYS

Meat and wine are not permitted, except
for Shabbos or a seudas mitzvah.
Laundering clothing is not done, unless
there is something that will be damaged,
e.g., if a child urinates in his/her clothing.
However, clothing can be taken out of
the closet, and you don’t have to sit on it.
Bathing is not permitted. If you are
uncomfortable, you may shower, but less
frequently than usual, and you may not
use hot water (use lukewarm water). As
soon as you’re clean, the shower is over;
don’t linger.

Swimming is not permitted.

If you normally go to the mikveh erev
Shabbos, you may do so during the nine
days, and you may use hot water. If you
do not normally go to the mikveh, you
should not do so.

No beautification of your home is
permitted.

No pleasure travel is permitted. If you
must travel, boats should be avoided. It is
not a good time for doing anything risky.
