There are two times for candle lighting. The earlier time
is Plag HaMincha (one and a quarter seasonal hours [Shaos
Zemanios] before sunset [a seasonal hour is equal to one-
twelfth of the total time from sunrise to sunset]) and is the
earliest time to light candles. The later time is the regular
candle lighting time and is 18 minutes before sunset, the
latest time to light candles. If one wants to light candles
when the shul accepts Shabbos, this is approximately 40
minutes after the start of Mincha.

Parsha on Parade

THE PARSHA

In our last episode Moshe reviewed the
Aseret Hadibrot (Ten Commandments) for a new
generation to hear. The Prince of Prayer,
“Shema,” made its appearance, bringing with it
two top-20 Mitzvot: Mezuzah and Tefillin.

ALL MITZvOT ARE IMPORTANT

Moshe continues his five week speech with
some sound advice: Guard All of the Mitzvot.
Everybody’s got their top-10 Mitzvot. But every
Mitzvah is equally important. As a reward,
Hashem will grant many children, long life,
plentiful harvests, and herds that will multiply,
making you rich (of course, sheep won’t start to
appear in your 20th floor city apartment, but you
get the picture!).

As the Bnei Yisroel prepare for a Canaanite
conquest, keeping the Mitzvot is one of the
conditions for the Jews to have Hashem’s help.

Just a couple of strategic previews: Hashem
will confuse the nations of Canaan. He will send
hornets ahead of the Bnei Yisroel and when the
Canaanites hide, the hornets will hunt them out
and poison them. The Canaanite soldiers will be
blinded from this poison and be easily defeated.

BREAK FOR BENCHING

This Sefer is full of one liners and here’s a
biggie: Benching (Birchat Hamazon).

Moshe commands Bnei Yisroel: Bless
Hashem after you’ve eaten, for the good land
He’s given you. This one liner explodes into a
whole set of rules about washing for bread, say-
ing brachot (Blessings), and of course, benching.
But at least you don’t have to wing it. Just pull
out a bencher and follow the script. Five minutes
later this Mitzvah is yours.

RECALLING THE CALF

We go from a top-20 mitzvah to the number
one sin in the desert: The Eigel Hazohov (the
golden calf).

At Har Sinai, Hashem, Himself, gives the first
Aseret Hadibrot to the Jewish people. But it’s
too much for the Bnei Yisroel to handle. They
beg Moshe to be an intermediary. So Moshe
goes up Har Sinai. For 40 days and nights Moshe
stays at the summit of the mountain without food
or drink. He is given two sapphire tablets — the
luchot — upon which are engraved the Aseret
Hadibrot. But trouble is brewing at the base and
Hashem tells Moshe to rush down quickly
because there’s a terrible sin being committed.
The Jews who witnessed a miraculous Exodus
have made the image of a golden calf!

Hashem is ready to destroy the entire nation
and start over with Moshe. Moshe’s not
impressed. He goes to bat for the Bnei Yisroel.
He reminds Hashem of His promise to the Avot
(forefathers). It takes a lot of begging and
dealing, but finally, Hashem agrees not to
destroy the Jews.

Moshe now rushes down the mountain to see

what the commotion is all about. He is shocked
to find that the center of celebration is the golden
calf. Moshe becomes infuriated and smashes the
luchot. Moshe burns the graven image and
throws its dust into a river. He makes the Jews
drink from its waters. Those who have sinned
die.

Moshe now returns to heaven for another 40
days and asks Hashem to forgive the sin of the
golden calf. Moshe is told to carve out a new set
of luchot. On these stones Hashem once again
engraves the Aseret Hadibrot. Moshe builds an
Aron (Ark) to store the luchot. On Yom Kippur,
Moshe comes down with the second set of
luchot. Hashem has forgiven the sin of Bnei
Yisroel.

PUTTING THE FEAR INTO THE HEART

The Jews are forgiven with a condition
attached: One must fear Hashem. How do you
fear Hashem? Not just by fear of punishment,
but when you realize what an insignificant
creature you are in Hashem’s magnificent
universe and you remind yourself that Hashem is
always with you, and that you are always in His
hands, that is fear of Hashem. He knows
everything you do and think. There is no escape
from Hashem’s knowledge.

CONVERT CONVICTIONS

Moshe warns the Bnei Yisroel that a Jew
must be especially careful not to hurt the feelings
of a ger (a convert).

A ger is a non-Jew who decides to keep all of
the Torah and mitzvot. Once a Beit Din (an
Orthodox Jewish Court) has converted the ger,
that newcomer must be treated as an equal to any
Jew. In fact, a Jew must go out of his way to be
nice to a ger because the ger has given up
everything to keep the Torah. Never remind a
ger of their past, because you, Bnei Yisroel,
were also a stranger in Mitzrayim (Egypt).

Also included in this Mitzva is a reminder to
treat all newcomers well, such as a new student
in school and a newcomer to your neighborhood.

FINGER ON THE RAIN TRIGGER

In Egypt, where the land is flat, people are
used to one big overflow of the Nile fertilizing
the ground and providing enough water in the
irrigation ditches for the entire farming season.
Eretz Yisroel doesn’t work that way.

The land of Eretz Yisroel is hilly. A farmer
relies on the rain to water the crops. That’s why
praying for rain is so important. Hashem holds
the key to rainfall.

If you need proof of Hashem’s power over
nature, Moshe brings up three examples:

It was Hashem who caused the Yam Suf to
split, leaving a dry path for the Bnei Yisroel to
cross. When the Jews were safely out of the sea
bed, Hashem commanded the walls of water to
come crashing down, drowning the entire
Egyptian army.

The second example is the Mann. For 40
years, this miraculous ‘“heavenly bread” sus-
tained the entire nation. The Mann could taste
like steak or chicken or pot roast — anything
you desired.

The third example is the way Hashem pun-
ished Datan and Aviram. These two trouble-
makers met their deaths when Hashem caused
the earth to open underneath them and swallow
the two fiends.

Just in case the Jews decide to desregard the
mitzvot and worship idols they should remember
that Hashem has His finger on the rain button
and will cut the water power.

POPULAR PRAYER PART Il

Just when you thought it was safe to enter the
water, part two of that top-10 prayer, “Shema
Yisroel,” comes on the scene.

“V’Haya Im Shamo’ah” offers a good deal
for those who take Torah and mitzvot to heart.
Hashem wants us to review them over and over
again. Through Torah and Prayer, you will learn
to love Hashem and to serve Him with all your
heart and soul.

Hashem will then offer you a good life. He
promises lots of rain for the crops and healthy
produce. Not only that, but other nations will
pour gold and silver into the economy when they
come to purchase food in their times of famine.
The herds of the land of Eretz Yisroel will have
plenty of pasture land to feed on and the people
will be satisfied with smaller portions because
the food will be so rich.

But here’s a warning: The good life can lead
to trouble and a lazy person will forget that it is
Hashem who is behind all the goodness and
plenty. The Yetzer Hora will try to drag you to
idol worship.

So be on the lookout and protect yourself with
a healthy diet of Torah, Prayer and Mitzvot.

Again, the Mitzvot of Tefillin and Mezuzah
make a one line appearance in these verses.

WHAT IT ALL COMES DOWN ToO

Green pastures, food, money ... they’re all
great, but the Bnei Yisroel are focused on one
goal right now and Moshe knows it — the
conquest of Canaan. Moshe knows that the
nation is “pumping up” for war and, even with
faith in Hashem, they need every bit of courage
to put their lives in the hands of Hashem. That’s
why he reminds them of the mighty giant Og
who came a’tumblin’ down like a pile of Jello.

The Jews may have to face giants, but if
Hashem could bring down Og, He can bring
down any giant who stands in the path of
conquest!

THE WEEKLY NAVI

Yishayahu (Isaiah) 49:14-51:3

This week the Haftorah is the second of
the seven Haftorahs of consolation following
Tisha B’Av.

The Haftorah starts out with a touching
expression of love from Hashem: “Zion
(Tzion) says, ‘God has abandoned me and the
Lord has forgotten me’; Can a woman forget
her baby? Can she withold mercy from the
child of her womb? Yet even if these children
were to be forgotten by their mother, I would
still not forget you.” So what is the “Zion”
mentioned at the beginning? The word “zion”
has been around since King David acquired
the Temple Mount for the Jewish people from
Arona the Jebusite for 50 silver shekels.
Originally it referred to the Temple Mount
location itself — by Shlomo’s time it had
come to mean the entire city of Jerusalem and
indeed the entire land. The commentator Ibn
Ezra feels that Zion means the people of
Israel; Radak feels that it refers to Jerusalem
as the seat of government, and as such is in
mourning for her residents that are gone.

Then God says back to Zion, look around
you — your children are here, and you shall
wear them as a bride wears a necklace. He
says, “... your ruins and your desolation ...
shall be crowded with inhabitants, while the
destroyers stay far away ...”. How? Chapter
49 verse 22 explains: “Thus says the Lord
God: ‘Behold I raise my hand to the nations,
and to the peoples I raise my standard, and
they will bring your sons in their arms and
carry your daughters on their shoulders.”

Also, as is usual, part of the comforting of
the Jewish nation is seeing vengeance against
their enemies. This is a constantly recurring
theme throughout the Tanach that we rejoice

when we see our enemies’ downfall. Of
course, when we say “enemies,” we don’t
mean a fellow Jew, or someone who wouldn’t
lend you their lawnmower. What we mean by
“enemies” are people who come to make war
on the Jewish nation and kill them or drive
them from their land. Regarding this, Yisha-
yahu says in our Haftorah (49:26), “I will feed
your oppressors their own flesh, and make
them drink their own blood, and all flesh shall
know that I am God who saves you and
redeems you: The Mighty Hero of Jacob ...”.

In chapter 50 verse 4, Yishayahu inserts
some autobiographical material. He says that
God “gave me a tongue to teach with” and
“ears awakened to hear teaching.” What he
means by this is that God appointed him on a
mission to speak to those hungry for God’s
word. He said that he persevered in delivering
God’s word even though he was attacked and
vilified for it. “But my day is coming,” says
Yishayahu, “and who will stand against me?”
He has faith that he will eventually be
vindicated.

Finally, the Haftorah ends with a message
of comfort: “because Hashem has comforted
Zion, he has comforted all her ruins, and
made her desert like Eden, and the Aravah
like the garden of God — joy and happiness
will be found within her, thanksgiving and the
voice of song.”
