Lo SOSur

Although the Mitzvah of “Lo sosur” is
really referring to the obligation to obey the
rulings of the Sanhedrin, who sat in the
Lishkas ha’Gozis in the Beis Hamikdash,
Chazal use this Pasuk as a support for all
Rabbinical injunctions (B’rachos 19b). They
also base the text of birchos ha’Mitzvos
“Blessed are You Hashem, who sanctified us
with His Mitzvos,” on this Pasuk because it is
true to say that every Mitzvah de’Rabbanan is
a Mitzvah d’Oraysa too (Shabbos 23a).

And they have said that so great is human
dignity, that it overrides a Lo Sa’aseh min
ha’Torah, namely, that of “Lo Sosur”
(B’rachos ibid.). Kavod ha’b’riyos takes
precedence over no other Lo sa’aseh min
ha’Torah (apart from La’avin connected with
money matters), such as returning a lost
article. Mitzvos Asei, which one contravenes
negatively, are in any event overridden by
human dignity, even Mitzvos such as Pesach
and Milah, even though they are subject to
Ka’res (excision).

The Meshech Chochmah takes the
Rambam to task for assuming that each time
one transgresses a La’av de’Rabbanan, one
automatically contravenes “Lo  Sosur.”
Among the questions that he poses is, if that is
the case, why are the Mitzvos de’Rabbanan
not included in the Taryag Mitzvos?

And he answers the Ramban’s queries by
defining the Mitzvah as obeying the
Chachamim, rather than the fulfillment of
what they commanded. For instance, when the
Chachamim instituted the kindling of Shabbos
or Chanukah lights, the Torah did not second
that command, turning the kindling into a
Mitzvah min ha’Torah, but simply instructed
us to obey the Chachamim. In that case, the
command itself may well be considered a
Mitzvah mi’de’Rabbanan, and it is obeying it
that becomes a Torah law. In other words,
Hashem wishes to enhance the honour of the
Chachamim, without being concerned about
the nature of the decree (with which He might
conceivably not even agree, says the Meshech
Chochmah).

And this emerges clearly from the
Yerushalmi in Sucah, which rules that on the
first day of Sukos, we recite “al netilas
Lulav,” and on subsequent days, “al Mitzvas
Zekeinim.”

We can also now understand why Chazal
rule more leniently with a Safek de’Rabbanan
than they do with a Safek min ha’Torah. In
the latter case, where the Torah forbade eating
what is not Kosher for example, one dare not
eat a Safek either (even though the Torah did
not specifically forbid it) for fear that if the
meat is not Kosher, one is eating something

that the Torah forbade. By a Mitzvah
de’Rabbanan, on the other hand, a Safek is
permitted, because as we just explained, it is
not the object that is forbidden, but the
command of the Chachamim, and if their
command did not incorporate a Safek, then
the Torah did not forbid it either. And at the
same time, one is not contravening their
command either, since they did not issue it in
the case of a Safek.

And in similar vein, the Meshech
Chochmah explains how it is possible for a
later (and greater) Beis-Din to rescind the
decrees of an earlier one (because here again,
the Torah ordered us to obey whatever the
Chachamim command; the command itself
depends entirely on the conditions that they
set).

The Ramban himself maintains that “Lo
Sosur” is not really a La’av at all, but an
Asmachta (a Rabbinical injunction that is
supported by a Pasuk), and this interpretation
is implied by the Gemara in B’rochos that we
quoted earlier.

See also the Torah Temimah (paragraph 7),
who not only brings a proof that “Lo Sosur” is
no more than an Asmachta, but he also
queries whether the Rambam said otherwise.
The Rambam, he argues, is not referring to all
Rabbinical commands, as the commentaries
assume, but to the status of the Sanhedrin in
the Lishkas ha’Gazis, where their authority is
questioned.

On the other hand, the Meshech Chochmah
proves his point from the Rambam in Hilchos
B’rochos (11:3), which seems to bear out His
interpretation.

How To TREAT A GUEST

“Our hands did not spill this blood” (21:7).

The word “shofchu” (spill) contains a
“Hey” (instead of a “Vav”), observes the
Rosh.

This hints at the five things that a host is
obligated to do for his guest (and which we
assume the host of the murdered man did not
fulfill) — food, drink, a bed, accompanying
him, and a gift.

LISTENING TO LASHON-HA’RA

“When there is discovered among you ... a
man or a woman ... who went and served idols
... and it is told to you and you shall listen”
(17:2-4).

The words “And you shall listen” appear
superfluous, asks the Alshich. When someone
tells you something, you are bound to listen to
him and to hear what he is telling you.

Not so! he answers, since the Torah is
speaking about pure Lashon ha’Ra. Outside of
Beis-Din, one is forbidden to listen to such
reports of a fellow Jew, and the Torah is
hereby authorising, indeed instructing, Beis-
Din to listen carefully to the witnesses’
testimony.

DouBLE DOSE

“And he shall write for himself two copies
of this Torah” (17:18)

Two Sifrei Torah, Rashi explains.

Now why should the king require two
Sifrei Torah? Why is one not sufficient like
everybody else, asks the Yalkut David? The
answer is that due to his greatness, a king
needs to take upon himself the yoke of Torah
more than anybody else. Indeed, Chazal have
said, the greater the person, the greater is his
Yeitzer ha’Ra. How much more so the King
of Yisrael, who wields so much power.

And it is for the same reason that once the
king bowed down at the beginning of the
Amidah, he remained bent over before
Hashem throughout the Amidah. Because, he
more than anybody else, needed to humble
himself before Hashem.

THE THIRTY QUALIFICATIONS OF A KING

“You shall surely place over you (Som
tosim olecho) a king ... from the midst of your
brothers (mi’kerev achecho) you shall appoint
aking” (17:15).

The numerical value of “Som tosim
olecho” is equivalent to that of “sheloshim
ma’alos” (thirty qualifications), like the
Mishnah in Pirkei Avos (6:6), which teaches
us that Malchus is acquired with thirty
qualifications (Ba’al ha’Turim).

THE WEEKLY NAVI

Yishayahu (Isaiah) 51:12-52:12

This week is the fourth of the Haftorahs of
consolation. The Haftorah starts (51:12) “I, it
is I who consoles you; who are you that you
should fear from mortal man, and from
humans given over to grass?” That last
phrase, “given over to grass” is metaphorical,
and could be put “humans who are grass,”
meaning as ephemeral as grass. The Radak
comments on this and opines that a > should
be placed in front of the word “khatzir,” to
mean “like grass,” which is a simile. Jewish
religious literature up to and including the
Rishonim (the important Rabbis of about
1000 CE to 1500 CE, the Rambam and Rashi
among them) did not make fine distinctions
between various forms of allusion, such as
metaphor, simile, allegory, etc. They tended
to use the Hebrew word “mashal” to include
all of those. In this case, the Radak doesn’t
even recognize the metaphor and explains it
as a simile. At any rate, the meaning here is:
fear only G-d — for any enemy is still just
human and just a passing thing, because G-d
says (51:16), “in the shadow of my hand I
have covered you ... to establish the earth and
to say to Zion, ‘you are my people.” ”
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In the next section (51:17) Yishayahu says:
“Awake, awake, arise Yerushalayim ... behold
I have taken from your hand the cup of poison

and I put it into the hands of your
tormentors.” Then (52:1) “Awake, awake, put
on your might, Zion, put on your glorious
garments Yerushalayim, O holy city because
the uncircumcised and the tameh will no
longer come to you.” The word “tameh” is
one of the few words in Hebrew that actually
does not have a good English equivalent. It is
an adjective and it means that the person who
is “tameh” has become affected by a spiritual
impairment that renders him disallowed for
certain activities. Only Jews and certain types
of physical objects can become tameh.

Then these amazing verses (52:7) “How
beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of
the herald who announces peace, the herald of
good who announces salvation; who says to
Zion: ‘Your G-d reigns!” ” (verse 8) “The
voice of your watchmen is raised, together
they will sing out, for eye to eye they will see
the return of G-d to Zion.”

Finally, the Haftorah ends with the
ingathering of the exiles as we see here
(52:11): “Leave, leave, go out from there,
don’t touch any tameh thing; depart from her
midst and purify yourselves, you bearers of
the vessels of G-d. (verse 12): “For you will
not leave in haste or in flight, because G-d
goes before you, and the Lord of Israel
gathers you up.” We will fear from no one as
we leave the exile to return to the Land of
Israel, not even needing weapons, since G-d
himself is with us, gathering us up.
