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Chasidic Insights – Selections 
by Zvi Akiva Fleisher 

Ch. 26, v. 1: “V’hoyoh ki sovo el ho’oretz” 
— “V’hoyoh” is an expression of joy. 
Through serving Hashem with joy, you will 
merit to enter the land. (Rabbi Yisroel of 
Rizhin)  

Ch. 26, v. 1: “V’hoyoh ... asher Hashem 
Elokecho NOSEIN l’cho” — There will be 
great joy when you realize that your 
inheritance in Eretz Yisroel comes from 
Hashem and that He continuously is giving it 
to you, NOSEIN, not NOSAN. You must 
behave in a manner that Hashem will be 
willing to continue to give it to you. 
(Adaptation of Rabbi Yisroel of Tchortkov in 
Yismach Yisroel)  

Ch. 26, v. 2: “V’lokachto mei’reishis ... 
asher tovi mei’artz’cho” — You shall take for 
your goal of “reishis,” working on fear of 
Heaven, as per “Reishis chochmoh yiras 
Hashem” (T’hilim 111:10), your earthiness, 
mei’artz’cho,” your drive for physicality, and 
elevate for the service of Hashem, “asher 
Hashem Elokecho.” (Rabbi Menachem 
Mendel of Viznitz in Tzemach Tzadik)  

Ch. 26, v. 2: “V’lokachto mei’reishis kol 
pri ho’adomoh asher tovi mei’artz’cho asher 
Hashem Elokecho nosein loch” — The 
purpose of the exercise of bringing the first-
ripened produce to the Beis Hamikdosh is to 
change one’s attitude — “asher tovi,” from 
“mei’artz’cho” — that you will bring from 
YOUR land, believing that you are master 
over the land, to “asher Hashem Elokecho 
nosein loch,” — a recognition that Hashem is 
constantly giving us the land. (Akeidas 
Yitzchok)  

Ch. 26, v. 3: “Higadti ha’yom” — 
Translate the word “higadti” as “I have been 
FORTUNATE,” as we find “boh gad” 
(Breishis 30:11). Thus the one who brings his 
first-ripened produce offering is stating, “I 
have been FORTUNATE today to be able to 
live in this land and bring ...” (Haksav 
V’hakaboloh)  

Ch. 26, v. 5: “V’oniso v’omarto lifnei 
Hashem Elokecho” — “V’oniso,” and you 
shall make yourself humble, an “onov.” Then 
you may recite in front of Hashem. Otherwise 
Hashem will not be available to you, as 
Hashem cannot reside with a person with a 
haughty demeanour. (Rabbi Yaakov Zvi of 
Dinov in Emes l’Yaakov)  

Ch. 26, v. 6: “Va’yo’rei’u osonu haMitzrim 
va’y’anunu” — The Egyptians befriended us, 
“rei’us,” and they thus made us spiritually 
poor. (Rabbi Shlomo Dovid of Radzimin)  

Ch. 26, v. 6: “V’hishtachaviso lifnei 
Hashem Elokecho” — The goal of bringing 
bikurim is to bow down, subordinate oneself, 
in front of Hashem. (Imrei Emes)  

Ch. 26, v. 11: “V’somachto v’chol hatov 
asher nosan l’cho Hashem Elokecho 
u’l’vei’secho atoh v’haLevi v’ha’geir” — 

Your greatest joy should not be in the good 
that you have received, but rather, in the fact 
that it was given to you by Hashem. (Tiferes 
Shlomo — The Holy Admor of Radomsk)  

Alternatively, your greatest joy should not 
be in the good that you have received, but 
rather, in your sharing it with your family, the 
Levi, and the convert. (Va’y’da’beir Moshe)  

Ch. 26, v. 13: “Lo ovarti mimitzvosecho 
v’lo shochochti” — Sometimes people get so 
bogged down with the halachic minutiae of a 
mitzvoh that they totally lose sight of their 
connection with Hashem, the One who 
commanded that we perform the mitzvoh in 
the first place. Hence, the person who brings 
his first ripened offering states that he has not 
forgotten Hashem Who has commanded that 
we do the mitzvoh. We sometimes get so 
involved in a mitzvoh that we forget the 
“M’tza’veh.” (Sfas Emes)  

Ch. 27, v. 8: “Es kol divrei haTorah hazose 
ba’eir HEI’TEIV” — Even though the Torah 
contains admonitions, many of them 
contained in our parsha, nevertheless, the 
words of the Torah should be written in a 
manner that allows the righteous people of 
each generation to interpret them as a blessing 
(see gemara Taanis 20a). This is the intention 
of “ba’eir HEI’TEIV,” — allow the words to 
be explained in a positive manner. (Noam 
Elimelech)  

Ch. 28, v. 13: “Unsoncho Hashem L’rosh 
v’lo L’zonov” — And Hashem will place you 
TO a head and not TO a tail — Why does the 
verse not say “Unsoncho Hashem rosh v’lo 
zonov”? Being a head is not always 
advantageous. In Pirkei Ovos 4:20 Rabbi 
Masya ben Chorosh says that it is better for 
one to be a tail of a lion rather than a head of a 
fox. On a simple level this means that it is 
better for one to be connected, even at the 
lowest level, to greatness, rather than to be at 
the highest level of mediocrity. Thus the 
intention of our verse is that Hashem will 
place you, connect you, TO a head, to 
greatness, and not TO a tail, to mediocrity. 
(Rabbi Yehoshua of Apt in O’heiv Yisroel)  

This also explains the text of our Rosh 
Hashonoh prayer “sheni’h’yeh L’rosh v’lo 
L’zonov,” which also seemingly has an extra 
letter Lamed before “rosh” and “zonov.” 

Ch. 28, v. 38: “Zera rav totzi haso’deh 
um’at te’esofe” — If you will sow, dispense, 
a lot of charity, as per the verse, “Ziru lochem 
litzdokoh,” then, “u’mat te’esofe,” in a short 
time later you will be collected in Eretz 
Yisroel with the coming of Moshiach, 
“v’sho’vehoh vitzdokoh.” (Rabbi Yaakov Zvi 
of Dinov in Emes l’Yaakov)  

Ch. 28, v. 67: “Baboker tomar mi yi’tein 
erev uvo’erev tomar mi yi’tein boker” — In 
your youth, the dawn of your life, your evil 
inclination will say, “Enjoy life! You will 
have plenty of time in your old age, when 
your body will not be able to enjoy life to the 

hilt, to study Torah and do mitzvos.” When 
you get old, “uvo’erev,” at the dusk of life, 
your evil inclination will say, “I am too old, 
my mind is not clear, and my body is not 
strong enough to do many of the mitzvos. 
How I wish that I was at the dawn of life, “mi 
yi’tein boker.” So simply don’t listen to him 
and make good use of every precious 
moment. (P’ninim Y’korim)

The Weekly Navi

Yishayahu (Isaiah) 60 
This week is the sixth of the Haftorahs of 

consolation that we read in the run up to Rosh 
Hashana. This is actually the entire 60th 
chapter of Yishayahu (Isaiah). In it, 
Yishayahu speaks of the messianic era in 
rapturous and ecstatic terms, giving us a 
glimpse of the great light and joy which will 
accompany the dawn of the messianic age. 

The Haftorah starts out (v. 1), “Arise, 
shine, since your light has come and the glory 
of G-d shines upon you” (v. 3), “Nations shall 
walk by your light, kings, by your shining 
radiance,” (v. 4) “Look around you and see 
that all have gathered, come to you; your sons 
have come from afar, and your daughters will 
be raised on the side.” As we noted before, 
prophets speak allegorically. Rashi doesn’t 
comment here, but Radak says that light 
represents joy and darkness sadness, the 
redemption will be upon us, and he says all 
this refers to Yerushalayim (Jerusalem), and 
the nations will come to Israel to learn the 
ways of Torah. 

Ibn Ezra now thinks that the verse is saying 
that “your sun has set and the glory of G-d 
shines upon you,” meaning, possibly, that the 
sun has set for the last time for you and now 
you will be illuminated by G-d’s glory 
exclusively. The nations shall see this glory 
and gravitate toward it, wanting to be directed 
by it and to be subservient to it. Note the 
comment, “your daughters will be raised on 
the side” which is enigmatic. Rashi takes it to 
mean side, as in reclining on the side as we do 
during the seder; so, your daughters will be 
raised in luxury like the daughters of kings. 
Radak comes to the same conclusion, but 
interprets the verse to say “on the side” 
meaning, alongside of kings and princes. The 
Targum, which is a translation into Aramaic 
and is very old, agrees with Rashi, and 
translates “raised on the side” as “sit 
reclining.” 

The next ten verses describe the vast 
wealth of the nations that will be willingly 
offered to the Jewish kingdom by the various 
peoples. Then the prophet comes back to the 
idea he had before, that the Jewish people will 
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not need actual sunlight: G-d’s light exclu-
sively will illuminate the way for them. This 
concept appears in the first blessing of the 
morning recitation of the Shema; in that 
blessing are found the words, “shine a new 
light upon Zion, and may we all quickly merit 
its light.” In other places this is said to be the 
light that was made at the beginning of crea-
tion before the sun and the moon; afterwards 
this light was hidden, presumably for this very 
purpose. The words in our Haftorah are (v. 
19), “You will no longer have the sun for light 
by day, and the radiance of the moon will not 
shine for you: you will have G-d for eternal 
light, and your Lord shall be your glory.” 

The next two verses are well known. Verse 
21 says, “and your nation are all righteous, 
they will inherit the land forever, the shoot of 
my planting, the work of my hand to be 
glorified.” This verse is said every time Pirkei 
Avot (Ethics of the Fathers) is recited on 
Shabat between Pesach (Passover) and Rosh 
Hashana. And the final verse (22) is, “the 
smallest will be a thousand, and the youth a 
mighty nation; I, G-d, will hasten it when the 
time comes.” Rashi cites the famous opinion 
in the Gemara that the verse can be translated, 
“at its proper time it will be hurried” meaning 
that if the Jews merit it the messianic age will 
come speedily and without undue fuss, but if 
the Jews do not merit it, the redemption will 
occur with much pain and bloodshed, as we 
see in Zechariah, a third of the Jews of 
Yerushalayim (Jerusalem) will be killed, a 
third exiled, etc. Radak differs with this, 
however, and says that “I will hasten it when 
the time comes” is the proper translation and 
that once the redemption starts everything will 
fall into place rapidly, in a short time frame. 

Focus on Shabbos 
Why Do We Dip the Challah in Salt on 

Shabbat? And Why Three Times?

Actually, it has nothing to do with Shabbat; 
it applies whenever we eat bread. Tradition 
cites four reasons: two are found in 
Midrash/Talmud and two in Kabbalah. The 
first three are quoted in the Code of Law.1 It is 
desirable to have all of these ideas in mind 
while performing the dipping. 

1) Judaism is primarily home-centered, not 
synagogue-centered. Each Jewish home is (or 
should be!) a miniature Holy Temple. The 
dining table parallels the altar in the Temple,2 
and the meals we eat are like the offerings that 
were brought there. This theme is strongly 
emphasized with bread, our most basic staple 
food-item, which is singled out for dipping in 
salt reminiscent of the offerings which had to 
be be accompanied by salt [Lev. 2:13]. 

2) During the leisure of a sit-down meal, 

we are expected to speak words of Torah (see 
Avot 3:3]. However, while washing our hands 
and waiting for the first bite of bread we must 
be silent, so at that time we do not have the 
merit of Torah study. But the salt on the table, 
a natural preservative, is a reminder of G-d’s 
eternal covenant with us [Num. 18:19], and 
thus provides protection for us at this 
vulnerable moment. With this in mind, it is 
easy to understand why it is recommended to 
leave the salt dish on the table the entire meal, 
even if we don’t use it! 

3) The Hebrew word for salt is spelled 
mem-lamed-chet.3 Its numerical value, 78, is 
three times that of G-d’s four-letter name. 
Therefore, we dip the bread in the salt exactly 
three times. (While dipping, some people 
have the custom to focus on the prayer, “G-d 
was, G-d is, G-d always will be king.”4 Some 
also have the custom to shake the bread after 
each dipping.5) Furthermore, we put the bread 
in the salt and not the salt on the bread, since 
bread is a manifestation of chesed (“kind-
ness”), while salt symbolizes gevurah 
(“strictness”). 

4) For non-vegetarians, there is another 
layer of meaning. In the traditional Jewish 
classification system of physical life, “still” 
— “growing” — “moving” — “speaking” 
[mineral-vegetable-animal-human], man rep-
resents the highest of the four divisions. At 
our meals we have the opportunity to elevate 
the other three levels through proper eating. 
Salt represents the mineral kingdom. (In the 
old days, they didn’t eat chemicals at every 
meal!)
