Ha’azinu: The Source of Rabbinical
Authority

Numerous rabbinical decrees were- d
signed to protect Torah laws. For example, t
Sages extended the TorahOs prohibition
eating milk and meat together to include fow
since it confused peopl&vho did not dis
tinguish between fowl and Oreal® meat.
There are, however, a few cases in whi
the Sages went even further, and created
tally new mitzvot. The rabbinical mitzvot o
lighting Sabbath candles, reading the Pur
megilah, and lighting Chraika lights, have noj
direct basis in Torah law. They are not exte
sions or protective measures. They are bra|
new mitzvot, unrelated to any Torah law. B
what right could the Sages create them?
Even more audacious, the rabbis decrg
that over these rdnical commandments wg
make the blessing, OBlessed are You ... W
has commanded us to ..O When didl
command us to light Sabbath candles and rg
the megilah?
The Talmud (Shabbat 23) gives tw
sources in the Torah itself for the rabbinic
authorityto establish new mitzvot:
¥ ODo not stray to the right or left from tH
word that (the high court) will declare t
you.O (Deut. 17:10)

¥ OAsk your father and he will tell you
question your elders, and they wi
respond.O (Deut. 32:7)

Why two sources?

Rav Kook explained that @-given com
mandments naturally lead towards the goal
absolute good. This is understandable, ad ¢
knows the future and is aware of &
implications of any decree. A humamade
law, on the other hand, even those design
by the best and the brightest, will never b
able to achieve the same exact effect a
Divine decree.

Of course, the Talmudic Sages we
blessed with divine inspiration (ruac
hakodesh), in addition to the logic an
reasoning that are an integral aspect of
Oral Law. They used these gifts in order
attain results similar to @-given mitzvot, to
further the cause of the peopleOs spiritual
material perfection.

The Sages examined two aspects wh
creating a new law:

¥ Current religious and physical needs;

¥ Maintaining cultural and spiritual ties t

the peopleOs sublime heritage.

It is not sufficient to consider only curren
benefits. If the people become estranged fr
their spiritual foundation, it has become
different nation. Its unity and continuitgre
no longer assured.

Regarding the examination of current al
future needs, the Torah writes, ODo not strg
This verse refers to the high court, whig
passes legislation and decrees relevant to
present situation.

Regarding the need for rabbinicdecrees
to maintain ties with the spiritual past, th
Torah says, OAsk your father ... question y
elders.O0 For your past was elevated 4§
divine, and is the source of your success. Of
His people is @Os portion; Jacob is-d®s
inheritance.O

The book of Hoshea has fourteen chapt
and our Habrah is from the last one
HosheaOs full name was Hoshea ben BOer
lived from 785 to 725 BCE and was alive
the same time as the prophets Yishayd
(Isaiah), Micha, and Amos. He lived in th
Northern Kingdom, also known as the King
dom of Israel, a®pposed to the Kingdom o
Judah. There were two Jewish kingdor
because the united kingdom under David 4
Shlomo had been split into two as punishmg
for some of ShlomoOs excesses. He proy
sied during the reigns of these kings
Yehudah (Judah): Uzah, Yotam, Achaz,
Yechizkiyahu (Hezekiah) and Yeravam (Jer|
boam), king of Israel. According to Rashi h
is beseeching the Kingdom of Judah (Seu
ern Kingdom) to return to @ before they are|
destroyed like the Northern Kingdom, whog
destruction he hadigt witnessed.
