Chaverim is a group of volunteers who provide a helping hand for car and home 
lockouts, flat tires, dead batteries, and more.  Chaverim began when a group of 
individuals recognized the community’s need for an organization that people could 
turn to in difficult times. These individuals committed themselves to volunteering 
their time, skills, resources, and expertise to help their community in times of need. 

Since Chaverim began in January 2007, they have received over 3,000 phone 
calls – and are now averaging 300 calls a month, about 10-20 calls per day.  As one 
satisfied user of their services said, “Chaverim is there when you need them, and 
they were fast and happy to help.”
